May Reduce Gas

Sarnia, Aug. 21.-A probable 

indication of lowered price of 
gasoline in Ontario was given this 
afternoon here, when Imperial Oil, 
Limited, announced a 10c reduc­
tion in the price of crude oil. This 
brings the price from $2.73 to 
$2.63 a barrel. It is the first 
change reported in the price of 
crude oil for several months, when 
it went up to $2.73 by successive 
advances. The price of gasoline 
in the U S. has fallen several 
times in the last few days, and to- 
day's reduction of crude oil at the 
refinery here may presage a down- 
ward move in the refined product.
