J. H. McKay Suffers Loss
When Flames Consume House
and All Contents.

Ailsa Craig, Nov. 1.—The beautiful
brick residence of J. H.

urday. The fire spread rapidly
that hope of saving the building was
abandoned before the fire departinent
arrived.

The fire started in the partition
near the library, and is believed to
have heen caused by overheated pives
from the furnace. Members o¢i the
family smelled smoke, and on invest:-
zating discovered that the inter:
the partition was all afire, and tbhat
the flames were spreading with great
rapidity. An alarm was immediately
sounded and the fire department re-
sponded promptly, but the fire had
gained the supremacy, and the build-
ing was doomed. Some clothing and
some bedding was saved, but all other
contents of the house, including a
valuable library, fej) prey to the
flames. Within an bhour only bare
walls and smoking ruins remained.
The loss is estimated at about $15,-
000.

Four years ago, Mr. McKay suf-
fered loss through fire, but in this in-
stance the library and a large potrticn
of the building were saved, and
furniture was all carried out.
