HOW CAN TYPHOID FEVER BE PREVENTED
Dr Henry B k* . n ar swe r to this 

question, says: 5 opdrinking coutaminat 
ed water. This might not prevent all ty 
phoid fever; but it would by far the greater 
proportion of it. How to prevent the 
C n’amination of the various water sup­
plies cannot be briefly stated; but if people 
care enough about it to take the necessary 
trouble to do this, sanitari ans can tell them 
how So far as it relates to typhoid fever, 
it may be that all that is necessary is to 
destroy and keep out of the water all dis- 
charges from persons suffering from ty- 
phoid fever, but the difficulty of recogn z 
in g the disease early enough in the course 
is sc great, that in order to do this it will 
be necessary to keep all human excreta, 
and perhaps the excreta of some animais, 
out of the water supply. Most people 
think they do this now, or probably we 
would rot have a thousand deaths a year 
in one State from that cause; but I think 
we have reason to believe that their con- 
fidence in the purity of the water they 
drink is misplaced. The numerous in­
stances where typhoid fever has apparently 
been caused by drinking water contamin­
ated by decomposing vegetable matter in 
dicate that, even if the cause of the dis­
ease is specific, until such time as the 
: pecific cause shall be so restricted as not 
to find access to water supplies, it is im- 
p rtant to preserve the water from con- 
lamination by vegetable as well as by 
animal matter.
