- But we do not hesitate to
maintain that, taking into account the whole
population of the Colony and the nataral divi-
sion_of that population into communities,
twenty would eonstitute ample representation,
for the present at any rate. Suppose we par:
ticularise a little :  Victoria City 3 members,
Victoria District as at present constituted 4
members, Nanaimo-Comox District 2 members,
New Westminster District 2 members, Yale—
Lytton District 2, Lillooet District 2, Cariboe
District. 2, Kootenay-Big Bend District 2,
Omineca District 1. Here we have twenty—
and will it be seriously argued that the num-
ber is not'ample, in so far as localities and
population are oconcerned ? To give more
would be to overl&ad the Colony, to fly from
one extreme to another. Undeniably the pre«
sent representation is too low — but, then,
there is a great difference between nine and
twnty. For the purposes of Legislation and
Oabinet-making, we cannot but think that the
number suggested would also be found ade-
quate, for some time to come, For our own
.part, we earnestly trusf the Colony may, dur-
ing its eariier efforts at selfsxgovernment, enjoy
immunity from those fierce party -sirifes whish
some persens seem desirous of having inauw
gurated simultaneously with free institutions.
It must, indeed, be the wish of all thoughtful
and good colonists, that the administration of
the affairsof British Golumbia shall,in the first
-instance at least, be ag free from party as may
be consistent with the working out of Respon-
gible Government.

In a Iste Puget Sound paper we find
@ news paragraph, the full - importance
of which may uet appear at first sight,
1o it the information is conveyed that
Cspt Gebsen, of the bark Galatea, re-
cently arrived at Poget Sound in twen-
ty-eight days from Nicolaivsky, at the
mouth of the Amoor River, that he
brought lotters, dratis, and goveroment
dispatches, all of which he mailed at
Port Townsend, for St Petersburg, du-

licates having been sent overland, via

oscow. Ltisadded that communica-
tion between Nicolaiveky and St.
Potersburg by this route can be had in
sixty days, even now with a sailing
vessel and over eight hundred miles of
stage travel, while overland via Mos-
cow, it would occupy vinety days ; and
it is very properly remarked :—¢ When
the Northern Pacific Railroad is built,
and steamers run between the Amoor
and Puget Sound, not only will all mail
matter come this way, but an immense
trade which is now dormant will be de-
veloped and add its influences to swell
the revenue of the road as well as the
resources-of the country. The conclus-
jons arrived at by our cootemporary
would appear to be altogether juatified,
viewing the subject from bis standpolat,
Russia in Asia has an area of 239,556
geographical m.les, or noarly three times
as large as Ruassia in Earepe, and its
dormant resources are doubtless im=
mense. Neither can there be much
doubt that, with railway-communication
complete between Puget Sound and New
York, »nd steam commuoication be
t ween the former place and the Amoor,
the trade of Asiatic Russia would
Me for the most part attracted over that
route, Bat, glancing only two or three
yé:vs farther into the fature, We disco-
ver @& condition of things greatly calcu-
latad 1o modity the ardor of our con-
temporary’s expectations respecting the
advantages likely to accure to his route
from the trade of Asiatic Russia. With
the Canadian Pacific Railway opeo, and
with its Eastern terminus at Halifax,
or, peradventure, better still, at St

ohn’s, within one bundred hours’ steam
of Liverpool, with its shorter, better,
safer, cheaper route across the Conti-
~neént, and with iis western terminus at

one hundred and forty miles nearer the
“opén sea aund so much npearer to the
Awmoor, it js scarcely eonceivable thal
the trade of Asiatic Russia, or for the
matter of that,the trade of any other
Asiatic country, will continne to pass by
to Puget Sound. Trade isapt to fall,
sooner or later, into natural channels,
and it. would, 1ideed, be strapge it it
should go & distauce of even one bhundred

- and forty. miles past the coal-stores of
the North Paeific, past Lbe. True North-
west Passage, only to find a longer and
less facile way across the coatinent, with
a mach longer sea voyage awalling it on
the Atlantic. The circumstance of Asiae
‘tic Russia now looking for a more ready
“means of commaurication through North
‘Awerioa goes towards streugthening the
position long maintained in this journal,
viz, that the Cavadian Paciflc Railway |
cannot fail to command the trade be=
