stream at the same time. The Gold
Star, the vessel which carried the Me-
Donald consignment of whiskey, was dis-
abled at Five Fingers, some part of her
machinery having played out, and the
Willie Irving was to leave for Dawson
on her last trip on the 10th. All the
freight at White Horse has been cleared
away and there was no sign of a block-
ade anywhere along the line. The Vie-
toria-Yukon Company, whose manager,
Mr. Joshua Holland, is now, at Bennett
and likely to remain there for some
time, is doing a banking business. ' Their
scows are the only craft that from now
on will be running, excepting the Glean-
er on the Bennett-Atlin route, which will
be operated for some time yet. The lat-
est arrivals from Dawson state that
up to the 27th of last month there had
been no ice on the upper Yukon, but
it is considered doubtful if all the steam-
ers would be able to complete the trips
they were on, on account of the extreme
low water in the rivers.

The Danube left Skagway on Thurs-

day last and had a miserable voyage
south. She landed 15 of her passengers
at Nanaimo on Monday and brought 63
to Victoria. Among these there was
divided probably $10,000 in gold dust.
The richest passengers were Dr. Mitch-

WINTER TRAILS.

Distance to Dawson Reduced by Over a
Hundred Miles.

There will be no difficulty in getting
to and from Dawson. during the coming
winter. The government trail,’ by
which the distance is reduced from 600
to 442 miles, will be completed before
the heavy smow fall, steel steamers will
be run on the rivers and lakes, which
ff'eeze up s0 much later than the main
river, and well provided stations have
been promised along the route. When
once the trail is broken horses will be
able to go through, snd it will be a leis-
urely trot for a dog team.

Spring Ridge People Hear the

Scheme Propounded by
Mr. Renouf.

A Difference of Opinion as to
Whether the Road
Would Pay.

The Vietoria-Chilliwack railway echeme
was presented last night before a meet-
ing in the Odd Fellow’s hall, Spring
Ridge. The attendance was rather slim
and no resolutions were offered except
the usual vote of thanks.

Thare were thirty people in the hall
when the meceting was opened by Mr.
Ed. Bragg, the chairman, He intro
duerd Mr. Renouf, who explained thc
scheme by which it was proposed to build
the Vietoria-Chilliwack railway.  His
address was in the main similar to those
he had made at previous meetings. Pre-
paratory to taking his audience on an
imaginary journey over the roate, Mr.
Renouf said he had wondered frequently
over the apparent apathy shown by peo
ple of Victoria to any new scheme
whether the feeling was brought here
or -whether it was indigenous to the
soil. He had come to the conclusion tha:
the feeling had come here abor: the time
of the Hudson’s Bay Company, a soit
of desire to bo left alone. In reply to
criticism which appeared in the Colonist
he said that it was not claimed that the
terminals of the C, P. R., Great North
ern and Northern Pacific should be
moved to Victoria, but the idea was to
try and give Victoria a better connection
with those transcontinewtal lines.

Mr. Fraser wanted to know how lony
was the V. & 8. railway.

Mr. Renouf replied 16 miles.

Mr, Fraser then said that as this road
did net pay now and in addition the 32
miles ferry to Boundary Bay eould not
pay anything; therefore there were 48
miies out of a total of 104 that would not
pay if the proposed lime to Chilliwack
was completed.

Mr. Renouf was of opinion that once
the new route was in operation, the V.
& S. would pay on suburban traffic.

Mr, Fraser said that his contention was
that the road being so short and an in-
dependent road would be at a great dis-
advantage as it could not. get good ratex
from the transcontinental roads. His
experience was that none of the short
independent rozds in the East paid and
he thought this would be in the same
position. If the road was part of a big
transcontinental line it would have a
better chance to pay.

Mr. Fraser went on to say that al-
though the city in the past few months
had had four different schemes before
it, the present outlook was that not one
would be accomplished. He regretted
the action the council had taken in ref-
erence to the P’ort Angeles ferry scheme,
for he was greatly in favor of that plan,
but ~he  hoped that the council. would
still - amend. its ways and enable the
scheme to be carried throngh_. :

Mr. Renouf held that if Victoria
wanted to get a proper share of the
Northern trade, it should get the support
and sympathy of the people of the
‘Fraser valley. Victoria never would get
that sympathy and support until _she was
tied to the F'raser valley by a railway.

The Chairman paid a neat little compli-
ment to Mr, Renouf for his address, and
said that he would like to gee some
scheme’/carried out to give Victoria bet-
ter outside conmection, whether by the
Fraser valley, Port Angeles or somc
other way. If the people of this city
and Vancouver Island did their duty.
Victoria in the mext ten years would be

Mr. T. W. Paterson next took the
platform, and said that the best schem:

have to pay for their 3. ' He held,
however, that if the Victoria-Chilliwack
road was Dbuilt, the transcontipental
roads would give it conmection if it was
any advantage to them to do mo. As
to the proposal to extend the E. & N.
railway to the north end of the island, it
would be a mistake to build it yet, as a
great part of the territory was unex-
plored and ' uninhabited. What should
be done first was to build trails into the
interior of the Island, so that it could be
properly prospected and explored. He
did not think that a railway to the north
end of the Island could compete with
the water route. Referring to the busi
ness of Vietoria, he said that when the
Crow’s Nest road was bailt into the
prevince from the Bast, it was a grave
mistake on the part of the province not
to have secured the building of a linc
through to the Coast. The city havin:
lost a great deal of the imterior trade.
had to look to other parts of the prov-
ince for its trade. e strongly favored
the buiiding of the road to Chiliwack.
Mr, William Marchant followed Mr.
Paterson with the speech of his life, for
when called upon he excused himself on
the sdore of the lateness of the hour, and
suggested that *“ we flap our white wingx
and go home,” a suggestion that the
audience adopted with unanimity, after
the usual vote of thanks to the chair.
