Charles Brown: Released on
Technical-Point After: Long
Constitutional Argument

(From Saturdays Daily)

The Game Protection Act has ‘been
pronounced intra vires of the Provin-
cial legislature notwithstanding the
vigorous assault on it by 8. Perry
Mills, K. C., although Charles Brown
the defendant in the case, was freed
on account of am error in the draft-
ing. of a warrant of commitment. His
lordship gave his opinion on the stat-
ute at the request of H.-D. Helmcken,
K. C., who appeared for the crown, and
stated that the government was desir-
ous that there should be mno doubt
about the validity<of the legislation.
The chief justice said that his remarks
must be treated as obiter. dicta, but
it would seem from what he said that
it is not unlawful under the act in
guestion to have in one's possession
game brought from outside the prov-
ince during the prohibited season. His
fordship was understood to say that
the prohibition: of having game in
-bne’s possession during the close sea-
son was not an absolute prohibition,
Put referred only to British Colum-
bia game. Otherwise the enactment
would be entrenching upon the  Do-
minion’s powers of legislating upon

Commitment Bad.

Mr. Millg’ first point -was that the
commitment was bad becausé the cost
of conveying the prisoneér ‘to jail was
stated on the document as one of the
liabilities of the prisoner, but that the
amount so due was not ascertained
and thereon stated. His second point
was that the warrant was bad because
it mentioned the Game Act, instead of
the Game Protection Act, as the stat-
ute* which had been infringed.' The
second point was disallowed, but the
writ of habeas corpus was eventually
granted on the first. Mr., Mills quot-
ed a country court judge’s case. de-
cision and an Ontario and a Nova Sco-
tian decision on the point, but did not
read the section of the Summary Con-
yictions Act on which he relied. His
Lordship remarked that until it was
shown that the statutes under which
those decisions were rendered . were
identical with.the local act they ecould
have no weight. Accordingly - Mr.
Mills proceeded with his .constitution-
al argument. At the end of the hear-
ing his lordship looked up the act for
himself apnd at. once made the_ order.

Counsel explained that the object of |

his incursion into these ancient mat-
ters was to 'show that the game laws
had always been part of the criminal
laws, and that they were passed,, hot
¢hief1y for the proteetion of the game,
but to ensure the peace,- order and
safety of the cordmunity. He instanced
the enactments of Canute, and made
an amusing slip, when he said that the
chief ohjects of that potentate’s laws
was to prevent thé common people
from having firearms in their tposses-
sion. The Dominion had the sole right
to legislate on eriminal matters.
A Dominion Matter.

He argued. that the preseryation of
game was not a local matter. Sports-
men were attracted from all over the
world, with the result that it was a
matter which effected the whole Do-
minion just as much as the temperance
question. He was about to make com-
parisons with the fisheries, when the
chief justice held that there was no
analogy, as that matter was specifically
dealt with in the terms of union. He
quoted an English case to showthat
the act meant a .total prohibition: of
the possession of game, which would
nterfere with the importation of game

Is Intra Vires.

“In my opinion the Game Preserva*
tion act is intra vires of the provincial
legislatyre. Game acts do not ccme
and are not included in the categofy of
c¢riminal statutes as urged. There is no
such thing as larceny of gamé birds-4at
common law, though it has been made
larceny by enactments of the Dominion
parliament. Under the common law
there .was merely the right to hun

without any proprietary interest. “

the question of game protection, but it
has not chosen to-do so, and under
its authority to legislate on matters in-
volving property and civil rights the
Wrovincial parliament can legislate as
it chooses ‘on the question.

“To the contention that the act is
ultra vires because it entails a com-
plete prohibition of the importation of
game, the title of the bill is the Dbest
answer. It is on its face a measure
for the ‘protection of British Columbi-
an game and has no reference to game
killed in other jurisdictions. Were there
an attempt to go outside the jurisdic-
tien the act would be clearly ultra
vires. %

DOUKHOBOR SETTLERS

Colony to Be Established on Columbia
River Will Aim at Self-Support
and lsolation

‘The first of the Doukhobors 'to ar-
rive in Kootenay for settlement came.in
on~ Monday evening and yesterday
‘crogsed .the 'Columbia "to ‘Waterloo,
where Peter Veregin bought a block of
land for them some weeks ago,s4vs the
Nelson ‘News. They did.not stay in
Nelson, merely arriving on the Kuska-
nook and going right through to their
destination. The land is situated a'few
miles from CaStlegar, on the eastern
bank of the Celumbia river. It is the
intention of the Doukhobors to build
a village ‘there and farm the land in
common. = They haye brought with
them all kinds of farming implements
d Have also the 'material for the
erection of a sawmill, intending to
make their own lumber. g .

Indeed ‘it ‘is the ihtention. of the
Doukhebors to be ‘as  far as possible
self “supporting. They wish ‘to build
their 'own houses from their lumber.
They will keep “their own poultry ‘and
cattle, raise their own food and gener-
ally keéep as far as possible from in-
tercourse with their neighbors. They
.are, therefore, not to be reckoned upon’
as a possible “source of labor supply.
They openly state that' the only ex-’
changes they will have with the re-
mainder of Kodtenay is ' when they are
marketing their surplus products. This
will bé the more easy of accomplish-
ment as-the trayel along the Columbia’
river is limited almost wholly to the
railway service on, the opposite bank
from ‘their settlement. Along the Co-
lumbia itself there ¥s little traffic, an
oceasional canoe of an adventurous
fisherman eing about the limit. On
that side of the river also there are no
settlements for some distance ahove'
and below, in fact there is apparently
not much available land. Behind the
new Doukobor -settlement arises a high’
range of mountains and there are few
valleys beyond until the main valley;
of the Salmon river is reached, stretch-.
ing to the south of Nelson, from which
the Doukobors are separated not only
by the mountain range alluded to but
also prospectors’ trails there {js no’
communication between the valleys of
the-Columbia and of the Salmon across
these difficult. mountains.

It wil] therefore be easily understood
that the setilement of the Doukhobors:
is isolated.and that there is not much
likelihood of their being seen around’
Nelson. or, indeed, anywhere off their
own land. The settlement is not to be/
restricted to 85, there being about as
many more to come in later on. .
