CHINESE CREW. MUTINES

Twenty Chinese members of the
crew of the Norwegian steamship Hen-
rik Ibsen mutinied on arrival of the
steamer at San Franclsco from Co-
mox on Monday morning when Cap-
tain Standwitz paid no attention to
their appeals for better ‘treatment.
Many, of the Chinese left the Ibsen at
her moorings alongside the Oakland
Long Wharf and went to the Chinese
consulate in Sap Francisco, where they
lodged a formal complaint against
Capt. Standwitz and his officers. To
the officials of the consulate, the Chin-
ese said they.had been the victims of
cruel and inhuman abuse and that
they would not go to sea in the Henrik
Ibsen until they were assured of *bet-
ter treatment.

The smutiny and departure of the
crew caused Captain Standwitz to take
a different view of the situation, and
he visited the Norwegian - consulate
and stated the case. The consul ac-
companied Captain Standwitz and paid
a visit to the Chinese consul-general,
and after a long conferencé dssurances
were given that the ChineSe seamen
and firemen would be accorded better

treatment. With this understanding |

Intrinsic value could be given by the’

illegitimate coiner than is furnished
by the government, and still a very
respectable profit could be realized.

Some years ago, when silver bullion
was at it slowest ebb, American sil-
ver coins were fraudulently minted
upon a very large scale in China, and
brought over to the United States,
where without difficulty they were in-
troduced intb6 circulation. And these
coiners, morover, gave much better
metallic value in their production than
was supplied by the federal govern-
ment of the United States.

Concluding,
he asked that a study of the gquesation
be made, so that the prosperity of the
country should be maintained. \
