Big Store.Accordingly three men went down 
into the vaults. Presently they heard 
a scraping noise, and a light appeared 
at one end of the vaults, which Van- 
‘shed, however, on. their approach.

bank, and every claim was paid.

After this the bank decided to rea- 
assure i.s depositors by displaying in 
the bank windows and near the cash; 
Jers' desks, sacks overflowing with 
sovereigns, but the public did not know 
that the sacks were full of cour with 
only a layer of sovereigns on top.

The man who gave the bank the 
most crouble was one named Charles 
Price, and he was given the nickname 
of oid Patch' because he often wore 
a black patch over his right eye for 
no reason save as a disguise. He was 
one <1 the finest engravers in the 

Iworld, beating even the bank engrav­
ers. He put forged notes into circula- 
tion with surprising skill, and a battle
