boats, in the hands of the Federal Par­
liament, and no honest politician would 
see in such a decision as that, a triumph 
for Provincial Rights. As Hon. Mr. 
Jones, the mover of the amendment, 
Hon. Mr. Davidson and other gentle- 
men who supported it, pointed out, there 
was no contest between the Federal and 
Local authorities. The rights of each 
are guaranteed by the Constitution, and 
if there is an infringement of this, they 
have their remedy on application to the 
Courts of the country. In view, how­
ever, of the intention of the Dominion 
Government to appeal from the recent 

decision of the Supreme Court, to the 
Privy Council, the Council considered it 
unwise to concur in the Local Govern­
ments premature and uncalled for glori­
fication over the alleged victory for Pro­
vincial Rights, and therefore passed 
Hon. Mr. Jones amendment, which ex­
presses the hope, that steps may be 
taken to settle the right to legislate on 
the liquor question solely with the Pro­
vincial or Dominion Parliament.

A section of the address expressed 
gratification that good results had been 
achieved for the Province, by the display 
made at the Edinburgh Forestry Exhi­
bition, which the Government asserted, 
had been carried out at a “ moderate 
cost,” Hon. Mr. Davidson took ex­
ception to this, inasmuch as the Council 
had no information beyond the bald as­
sertion of the Government, to convince 
it that the address in this respect was 
correct The words “ at a moderate 
cost," were therefore expunged from 
the section, on Hon. Mr. Davidson’s 
motion. The amendment to the sec- 
tiou relating to the harvest of the past 
year, was perhaps unimportant in itself, 
but Hon. Mr. Young felt that he could 
not consistently go on record, as concur­
ring with the assertion that the harvest 
had been bountiful, when his own obser­
vation assured him that in certain por­
tions of the Northern Counties, there 
had been a short crop, and in conse­
quence, considerable distress among the 
people. Hence his amendment. Hon. 
Mr. Young also amended the section re­
lating to the proposed change in the 
Council’s constitution, providing that 
when it was thought desirable to attack 
the existence of that branch of the Le­
gislature, the Council would be willing 
to appoint a committee to confer in the 
matter, with a committee of the Assem­
bly. In order to maintain its self re­
spect, no other course was open to the 
Council.

In its much amended form, the ad­
dress was finally passed, but its contents 
must be very unsatisfactory to the Gov­
ernment, who perhaps will be taught the 
lesson, that indiscriminate assaults on 
its opponents’ past and present policy, 
will not be permiited by the Council 
at least, who in this matter, have but 
reflected public opinion, and once more 
shown itself a useful branch of the Le­
gislature.

read by the Clerk. Messrs. Baird and Glazier 
were then introduced by Hon. Messrs. Blair 
and McLellan, and sworn in by the Chief 
Justice.

Mr. Stockton moved the Address in reply 
to the Governor’s speech, seconded by Mr. 
Hibbard. The former gentleman spoke with 
moderation, and was complimented by mem­
bers of both parties on closing. The second­
er’s remarks were very brief.

Mr. Wetmore congratulated tho mover of 
the speech on bis eloquent address. He 
humorously referred to the rumor that the 
Solicitor-General was to accept an office in 
St. John, and that Mr. Stockton was to be 
promoted. He thought it a peculiar thing 
that the first iatimation tbe members bad of 
the contents of the address of his honor was 
from one of tbe St. John papers. The change 
in the fiscal year was not beneficial, thus 
postponing the meeting of the Legislature 
and necessitating the rushing through of 
business. He deplored such hasty legisla- 
tion. The house should be congratulated 
that tbe juggernaut wheel of reform had not 
gone over the Solicitor-General, the Legisla­
tive Council and Executive as proposed by 
the late Opposition. Instead of the Legisla­
tive Council, that asylum for decayed politi- 
cians, being abolished, he had to congratulate 
bis friend from York (Mr. Thompson) on his 
prospective elevation to that body. He did 
not believe that the Government’s habit of 
locking up large tracts of land promised well 
for the lumber interests of the province. He 
agreed with tbe previous speaker as to the 
great agricultural resources of the country. 
He attacked the Government for not issuing 
information with respect to immigration. He 
did pot think that the legislation of last ses­
sion ns to secondary education gave pro­
mise of gratifying results, were approved 
of by the country. What was the use of 
economy when it did not assist tbe people? 
They bad no more money for their roads and 
bridges. Tbe salaries of tbe teachers were 
small enough already, and the reduction 
made by the Government in many cases bad 
to be made up by the districts. Tbe ten­
dency was to depreciate the standard of 
the teaching profession. There was no call 
for compulsory education in the province. 
Whatever it might do for older countries, 
such a system would produce grievous hard­
ship and inconvenience in this province.

In looking over a representative body like 
the Assembly, one can always find food for 
serious thought, and there is much to excite 
wonder, curiosity, and sometimes admiration. 
It is a serious responsibility, and thoughtful 
men must feel it, to know that tbe Govern­
ment of our Province for the time, is in the 
hands of a majority, who think the sum of 
their duties is confined in one idea, viz., 
“ To support the Government." This do, 
and thou shall live politically. Be flunkeys! 
sycophants!! flatterers !!! nauseate tbe 
leader if you will, with fulsome adulation, 
and you are sure of the crumbs • When an 
office of emolument is vacant, the slimiest 
lickplate is the one to get the position, and 
thus we are coming to a time, when our 
whole body of public servants, will be the 
outcome of such demoralization, and it must 
tell on the future morale of officials.

Independence is getting rare. It was 
amusing on a recent occasion when the 
juvenile member from Charlotte arose and 
condemned a certain expenditure, but at tbe 
same time asserted, “ I must vote for it, I am 
in favor of Blair's Government.” Tbe poor 
political dwarf could not see that be was like 
Dogberry, saying “ write ma down an ass.’’

Ii scanning the House, one cannot help 
being struck with the appearance of the 
Loader of the Government. Of fine physique, 
stately tread, and commanding appearance, 
his frosty curls seem rather premature for a 
man of bisyears. There is a sort of supercil- 

lious curl of the lip, and a general bull-dog 
expression of countenance, which districts 
from what otherwise is a fine specimen of 
nature’s handiwork. Mr. Blair's methods 
are peculiar in some respects. Admittedly a 
good speaker, having an abundant flow of 
language, lie power as a parliamentary de­
bater is undisputed, and were he a little more 
genial, or less bitter towards an opponent, he 
would be more popular. But despite Lis 
softening anger, and apparent desire to 
treat the other side fairly, be shews an utter 
lack of courtesy, frequently refusing the meat 
peasonable requests, L|e forces his measures 
relentlessly through the House, and has even 
stated that there is no such thing as “ politi- 
eil courtesy," a strange assertion from a 
parliamentary leader. He is autocratic and 
unyielding, and judging by his course, per­
fectly indifferent as to tbe opinions of friend 
or foe. It is an open secret, that members of 
his Council chafe under his rule, and it argues 
little for their manhood to permit themselves 
to be ignored, as is too frequently the case 
when Mr. Blair wills it.

His intellectual superiority over his collè­
gues at tbe Council Board, added to bis Crom­
wellian disposition, makes it an easy matter 
to shape tho policy of tbe Government ; and 
judging by past history, it is safe to pre­
dict a short political carreer for such a leader 
in those days of Constitutional Government. 
He might flourish in Russia, or in the Sou- 
dan, but surely not in fair New Brunswick.

A very large gathering of people attended 
the opening ceremonies of the Local Legis­
lature last Thursday afternoon. Long before 
the hour for opening had arrived, tbe Legis­
lative Council Chamber was packed with 
spectators, the majority of whom wore ladies, 
and outside the Parliament Buildings there 
was as large a crowd of people as could be 
accommodated within the square and its ap­
proaches. Shortly before 8 o’clock, the guard 
of honor, consisting of the full strength of the 
Infantry School Corps, in command of Major 
Gordon, with Lieuts. Young and Hemming 
as subalterns, and beaded by the band, marcb­
ed down Queen Street, and a few minutes 
later received His Honor the Lieutenant Gov­
ernor with a general salute, tbe band playing 
" God Save the Queen." The guard looked 
exceedingly well, marched well, and the play­
ing of tbe band was very creditable indeed.

Promptly at 3 o’clock, His Honor entered 
the Council Chamber’ accompanied by his 
Private Secretary, Mr. Henry Wilmot, Capt.

Hon. John Flewelling’s Decease.
Hon. John Flewelling, M. L. C., of Hamp­

ton, King’s County, was among the members 
of the Legislature who arrived in this city 
last Wednesday evening, to be present at the 
opening ceremonies the following day, but it 
was decreed that the honorable gentleman 
should never again take his seat, nor indeed 
be permitted to mingle again with his fellow 
men. On the train coming from St, John, 
he was attacked with a mild form of apo­
plexy, and although some hopes were enter- 
tsioed for his recovery, he gradually sank, 
and on Monday night about 11 o’clock died at, 
the Royal Hotel.

The deceased gentleman was first elected 
to the Assembly from King’s Co. in 1866, and 
sat in that body until 1870, and again from 
1874 to 1878, when he was appointed to tbe 
Legislative Council, being a member of that 
branch until his death. He was a man of 
sterling character, and was universally es­
teemed by those with whom he associated. 
In both branches of the Legislature yester- 
dav, when his death was announced, fitting 
tributes were paid to his memory, and an ad­
journment made to attend his funeral, which 
took place yesterday afternoon, the members 
of the Legislature, walking in procession to 
the Railway Station, whence the remains of 
the deceased were conveyed to Hampton, for 
interment. The Legislative Council passed 
a resolution, expressing its appreciation of 
Mr. Flewelling, tendering the sympathy of 
its members with the friends of tbe deceased 
gentleman, and adjourned yesterday forenoon, 
until to-day, as a mark of respect to his 
memory.

The Attorney General was in a great 
hurry to rush the address through tho Assem­
bly, Thursday, and would not hear to a sug­
gestion for adjournment until there should 
be a fuller House. For that purpose an 
evening session was held on Thursday, and 
the address passed before the House rose. 
Friday and Saturday the Assembly did not 
sit two hours in all. There would have 
been abundance of time to have considered 
the address on those days, but Mr. Blair 
wanted to make a show of promptness alto­
gether unnecessary under the circumstances, 
and utterly refused to entertain the request 
for postponement.

By way of an antidote to any malign effect 
created by the imposing attack, tbe “ licensed 
victuallers " made upon the Premier a day or 
two ago, a large delegation of members of 
Parliament and Senators, in obedience, no 
doubt, to hints from home, invaded Sir John 
last Monday, tbe purpose of their visit being 
to ask for the acceptance of certain amend­
ments to the Scott Act, designed to render 
that famous measure more efficiently opery 
alive.

seen that the results, which I trust may be 
lasting benefit to the Province, have been 
achieved at a moderate cost.

Another exhibition, at which all the colon- 
ies and dependencies of the empire are in­
vited to participate, will be held in London 
in 1886, under the presidency of His Royal 
Highness the Prince of Wales. I shall in­
voke your aid to this important undertaken, 
and hope our people will make timely pre­
paration, so that New Brunswick may be 
fittingly represented.

The recent changes in the Common School 
system give promise of very gratifying re­
sults, and all parts of the Province are taking 
advantage of the facilities afforded by the 
legislation of last session in aid of the second­
ary education. I shall ask you to consider 
whether the system might not be rendered 
still more complete and sufficient by the 
adoption within certain limits and under 
proper conditions of the principle of compul­
sory attendance at the public school.

The decision of the Supreme Court of 
Canada, pronouncing the License Act of 
1883, passed by the Dominion Parliament, to 
be, in the main, unconstitutional, as infring­
ing upon the powers of the local legislatures, 
has given satisfaction to all who value and 
would maintain the legislative rights of the
