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qI'he Council's Amendments to
the Address.

If the Government were able to per-
suade the members of the Assembly to
swallow the address in reply to the Gov-
ernor’s Speech without protest, except
from the leader of the Opposition; and
Mr. Adams, they found the temper of
the Legislative Council quite unsuited
%ﬂ reception and passage of that re
: able document, until some striking
amendments thereto, had been carried.

The Council, in the legitimate exer-
cise of its functions, struck out entirely,
the sections in the address referring to
the decision of the Canadian Supreme
Court on the Dominion License Law,
the proposed amendment to the consti-
tution Bf the Council, the payment of
the Eastern Extension claims, and that
referring ’ to the bountiful harvest, and
modified the section regarding the cost
of the representation at the Forestry
Exhibition.

The most’ important of these, to the
Government at least, was the amend-
ment to the Eastern Extension claims
matter. As is well known, the justness
of theése claims were continually urged
on the Dominion Government, by the
.laté Local Government, and on the eve
of the latter’s retirement from office, they
had the assurance, that the amount of
the claims-Would be paid. Well, Mr.
Blati's Gevernment came in, and a few
months afterwards, without an effort on
Mr. Blair’s part, to have the matter in
dispute, adjusted, one htndred and fifty
thousand dollars, the principal sum, was
paid over by the Dominion autherities,
to Mr. Blair, and Mr. Blair and his or-
gans at once proceeded to take credit to
themselves for their sucoess in securing
the payment of this long-standing claim.
Theéké could have been no more absurd
preterice, and Hon. Mr. Woods did the
correct thing, i the Conncil, in moving
his | amendinent, which places the credit
of secu%m ‘settlement, just where it
belongs, Damely €5 the late Government.

Another matteér, over which the Local
Government: has been congratulating it-
gelf, is the deeision of the Canadian Su-
preme Court, on the Liquor License
Law, which:in the Speech, they heralded
abroad as & great victory for Provincial
Rights. ' This again was absurd. That
decision- while delegating to the local
authorities, the control of retail licenses,
placés/the’ control of wholesale licenses
-and the regulation of the traffic on steam-
boats, in the hands of the Federal Par-
liament, and'no honest politician would
se@ Tt dtich a desision as that, a triumph
for. Provincial Rights. As Hon. Mr.
Jones, -the mover of the amendment,
Hon. Mr. Davidson and other gentle-
mep who supported it, pointed out, there
was no-contest between the Federal and
Local “authorities. " The rights of each
are gparapteed by the Constitution, and
if there ig an infringement of this, they
have their remedy on application to the
Courts of the country. In view, how-
ever, of the intention of the Dominion
Government to appeal from the recent
Jegision of *the Supreme Court, to the
Priyy Council, the Council considered it
untise to concur in the Local Govern-
ments. premature and uncalled for glori-
fication over the alleged victory for Pro-
vineial Rights, and therefore passed
Hon. Mr. Jones amendment, which ex-
presses the hope, that steps may be
taken to settle the right to legislate on
the liquor question solely with the Pro-
vincial or Dominion Parliament.

A section of the address expressed
gratification that good results had been
achieved for the Province, by the display
made at the Edinburgh Forestry Exhi-
bition, which the Government asserted,

* had been carried out at a “ moderate
cost.” Hon.. Mr. Davidson took ex-
ception to this, inasmuch as the Council
had no information beyond the bald as-
sertion of the Government, to convince
it that the addrcss in this respect was
correct. The words “at a moderate
cost,” were therefore expunged from
the section, on Hon. Mr. Davidson’s
motion. The amendment to the sec-
tion relating to the harvest of the past
year, was perhaps unimportant in itself,
but Hou. Mr. Young felt that he could
not consistently go on record, as concur-
ring with the assertion that the harvest
had been bountiful, when his own obser-
vation ‘assured him that in certain por-
tions of the Northern Counties, there
had been a short crop, and in conse-
quence, cansiderable distress among the
people. Hence his amendment. Hon.
Mr. Young also amended the section re-
lating to the preposed change in the
Couneil’s constitution, providing that
when it was thought desirable to attack
the existence of that branch of the Le-
gislature, the Council would be willing
to appoint a committee to confer in the
matter, with a committee of the Assem-
bly. In order to maintain its self re-
spect, no other course was open to the
Council.

In its much awmended form, the ad-
dress was finally passed, but its contents
must be very unsatisfactory to the Gov-
ernment, who perhaps will be taught the
lesson, that indiscriminate assaults on
its opponents’ past and present policy,
will not be permiited by the Council
at least, who in this matter, have but
reflected public opinion, and once more
shown itself a useful branch of the Le-
gislature.

-

The Organ’s attack on Mr. Adamse.

Mr. Blair’s subsidized organ does not have
the temerity to deny, that Chief Superiatend-
ent Crocket acted the part of a political dem-
azogue in the meeting of the Northumber-
land Teachers’ Institute, but asegils Mr,
Adpms for his reference to the matter, dugs
iog the debate on the sddrees in the Assem-
bly, Thursday evening. Now Mr. Adams
stated nothing but what he is in a position to
prove by more than one gentleman, equal in
raspectability to the Attorney General, or his
partizan Chicf Superintendent, and both
these officiala will hear more on the subject
before the session closes. Mr. Blair, how-
eyer, exhibited more hardihood than his
organ, for be put forward the statement, that
Mr. Crocket denied that he had made politi-
cal references in Chatham, or attacked the
Jats Government. Then Mr. Crocket will
deny anything and everytbing. Does mnot
Mc. Crocket remember that so iojudicious,
aad out-of-place were his remarks on that oce
casion, that the members of the Institute de-
clined to ineorporate them in the official re-
cord of the proceedings ?

Regarding the Organ’s unjustifiable attack’
o1 Mr. Adams, we may ssy that its alleged
proprietor must have had {quite a different
opinion of the ex-Surveyor General, a few
months ago, when he, the alleged proprietor,
sought Mr. Adams’ influence to assist in the

elevation of his father, to the position of
Chief Superinlendent. Mr. Adams evidently
was then considered an excellent gentleman,
but as he declined to write the required let-
ter to a certain church authority in Frederic-
ton, he has gone away down in the estima-
tion of the alleged proprietor, who may pos-
sibly remember the very complimentary epi-
that he, the alleged proprietor, applied to the
Attorney General, while seeking Mr. Adams’
good offices on behalf of his parent.

Death of Hon. Isaac Burpsee.

It is with a sincere feeling of regret, that we
record the death of Hon. Isaac Burpee, M.
P., for St. John City and County, which oc-
cured at New York on Monday. Mr. Bur-
pee had been in poor health for some time,
the worry of business and political matters,
together with severe family affiiction, having
completely broken down his naturally strong
constitution. It was thought, however, that
rest and change would restore his strangth,
and to secure these, he went to New York a
fow months ago. Lately, however, reports
concerning his health, had not been cheering,
and it may be said that the announcement of
his death on Monday, was not unexpected.
The deceased gentleman was a nativa of
Sheffield, Sunbury County, and was born
November 28, 1825. He wad educated at
the County Grammar School, and when
twenty-three years old, removed to St. John,
where soon afterwards, engaged in the hard-
ware business, amassing a handsome compsat-
ency. He was first elected into the House of
Commons for St. Jobn City and County, in
the general elections, 1852, was re-elected in
1873, and entered the McKenzie Government
as Minister of Customs, holding that pogition
until the resignation of the Government, im-
mediately after the general elections of 1878,
in which he was again re-elected, His con-
stituency endorsed him a fourth time iz 1882,
and he held his seat in the Commons up to
the time of his death, although he has not
sat in Parliament, since the session of 1883,
owing to his declining strength.

Mr. Burpee was a man of excellent parts, a
good citizen, a generous friend, and a worthy
representative. In St.John and Portland, he
scattered his money liberally, aiding all good
works. He was loved by his friends, and re-
spected by those who were politically oppos-
ed to him. His place in society, and in the

litical arena in St. John, will be hard to

1. His great strength in his constituency,
was due tore to personal friendships, than to
the influence of lgo arty with which he was
associated, and his loss to that party would
seem irreparable.

Mr. Burpee's remains have been brought
home for interment.

It may be interesting to know that this
James H. Crocket is the alleged proprietor of
Mr. Blair's subsidized organ, which during
the year 1884, secured two thousand one
hundred and thirty-five dollars and sixty-nine
cents of the pablic funds of this Province.
The zeal of the subsidized organ oo Mr.
Blair's behalf, will therefore be very readily
understood, after an examination of these
figuree.

Mr. Blair not only subeidized the alleged
proprietor, but paid aleo to the alleged edi-
tor, the sum of §625 for writing a hand-book
of New Brunswick, which has not yet eeen
the light of day. Summarizing the amount
of public money handed over in 1884 to the
eoncern now popularly known as the subsidiz-
ed organ, we have the following :—

There is another little account that will be
read with interest. It shows the advantages
that a cectain legal firm reap from handling
the publie funds.

Thea we find
one (George F. Gregory, for professional ser-
vices, has drawn during 1884, the sum of nine
hundred and one dollars, a total of three
thousand four hundred and seventy-seven dol-
lars paid to Messrs. Gregory & Blair. Ad-
ding this amount to the sum of two thousand
gix hundred and sixty dellars and sixty-nine
cents, the cost of the subsidized organ, we
have the following summary :—

Hon. John Flewelling’s Decease.

Hon. John Flewelliog, M. L. C., of Hamp-
ton, King’s County, was amony the members
of the Legislature who arrived in this city
last Wednesday evenisg, to be present at the
openiog ceremonies the following dey, but it
was decreed that the honorable gentleman
should never sgain take his seat, nor indeed
be permitted to mingle again with his fellow
men. On the train coming from §t, John,
he was attacked with 8 mild form of apo-
plexy, and although eoms Lopes were enter-
tained for his recovery, he graduelly sank,
and on Monday night about 11 o'clock died at,
the Rojyal Hotel.

The deceased gentleman was first elected
to the Assembly from King’s Co. in 1866, and
sat in that body until 1870, and again from
1874 to 1878, when he was appointed to the
Legislative Council, being a member of that

branch until his death. He was a man of
sterling character, and was universally es-
teemed by those with whom he associated.
In both branches of the Logislature yester-
day, when his death was announced, fitting
tributes were paid to his memory, and an ad-
journment made o pttend his funeral, which
took place yesterday afternoon, the members
of the Legislature, walking in progession to
the Railway Station, whence the remains of
the deceased were conveyed to Hampton, for
interment. The Legislative Council passed
a resolation, expressing its sppreciation of
Mr. Flewelling, tendering the sympathy of
its members with the friends of the deceased
gentleman, and adjourned yesterday forenoon,
until to-day, as a mark of respect to his
memory.

OUR OTTAWA LETTER.

The Government interviewed by the
Licensed Victuallers, Scott Act sup
porters, and other varieties of
people.--The Cowhiding case
Senatorial Senility--The
proposed Treaty with
Spain --Sir Rich-
ard snubbed.

( From our own Correspondent.)

Just as I was closing my last letter, a very
interesting scene was taking place in the
Opera House here, being a conference be-
tween the I’remier and a most imposing ar-
ray of what are euphoniously termed ¢ Licen-
sed Victuallers,” Owing to the surprising
rapidity with which the Scott Act is being
accepted by the Counties of Oatario and
other Provinces, the trade in liquors, which
not only cheer but unhappily inebriate also is
being rapidly brought face to face with the
very scrious problem of its own existence,
and not only is the direct trade in intoxicants
threatened by the temperance resolution, but
many other lines of business which are close-
ly allied with it, and to a large extent depend
upon it for their profit and success. The
* Licensed Victuallers” consequently, were
not alone in coming before the authorities,
but had the support of a number of the mana-
gers of banks and loan societies, who claimed
that the Scott Act was hurting their busi-
ness ; coopers, who deplored the falling off in
the demand for casks; cigar manufacturers
who had to tell of a waning appreciation for
their odoriferous commodities, and brewers,
who were learning to sympathize with the
distillers in their griefs. With one voice did
these allied forces

and demand that if Parliament, after having
legalized their business for generations, was
now going to allow it to bs swept away, it
should in all justice make some compensation
to the sufferers.
The Premier listened very patiently and
attentively while the cpse was being most ef-
fectually stated by Mr. Fullerton, and then
made reply in that candid, courteous but ex-
ceedingly non-committal way, which he fo
perfectly understands. Admitting the great
importance of the representations which had
been made, he disclaimed ail ability on the
part of the Government to deal with it,inde-
pendent of Parliament. It was a matter for
legislation altogether, be said, and not a mat-
ter of executive administration for the gov-
ernment to deal with, as a goveroment, and
he assured them that it would receive tho
fullest consideration from Parliament. While
carefully refraining from commiiting the
Goveroment, however, ha uttered uo uncer-
tain sound as to his own individual views:
“As to the question of compensation—If
total prohibition were introduced I certainly,
as one, should vote for compensation,’’ and it
would be difficult to see how the soundness of
such a position can be aseailed. The liquor
trafic baving been legalizad, surely has a
claim for compensation io event of its aboli-
tion, just as the slave traffic bad. But I
shall not pursue so difficalt a subject farther.
Since in deference to a growing tempsrance
gentiment the bar, which used to be maintain-
ed during the session of the House of Com-
mons was discontinued, the precincts of the
Logislative Halls have not been diegraced by
8o scandalous a proceeding as occurred one
afternoon last week, when a member from
Quebec, committed a most

from the same Province, just in front of the
door leading from the lobby to the Speaker’s
apartments. Whatever may have been the
cause of provocation, the method of revenge
chosen by the aggrieved momber, admits of
no defence, and could not fail to cast discredit
not only upon himself, but upon Parliament
itself. The assault had evidently been care-
fully planned, and not the slightest pretence
of concealment was made, so that there were
not many to sympathize with the legislator
who saw fit to take the law into his own
bands, when the following morning the Sti-
pendary Magistrate made both him and his
accomplice pay heavy fines for their little
amusement,

ties. This complaint, however, was imme-
diately shown to be groundless, by Sir Leo-
nard Tilley, who explained that the Domi-
nion Government had long agzo, taken steps
through the High Commissioner

with Spain through the medium of the for-
eign office, and that Spain had refused to
enter into any negotiations, until the answer
of the United States was known, as to the
treaty Spain was seeking to conclude with
them. The Dominion Government conse-
quently could only bide their time pati-
ently. The Premiar also supplemented theee
remarks, by assuring the House that if there
was one thing as to which constant vigilaoce
bad been exercised by the Canadian Goveran-
ment, and its representative in England, it
had bsen with regard to the negotiations with
Spain, and that there would be continual
watchfulness and pressure upon the Spanish
Goveroment, until an advantageous arrange-
ment was secured. The country may there-
fore rest assured, that whatever is the best
possible thing to be done, the present Gov-
ernment will not fail to do in this import-

Mr. Stockton moved the Address in reply
to the Governor’s speech, seconded by Mr,
Hibbard. The former gentleman spoke with
tnoderation, and was complimiented by memn-
bsrs of both parties on closing. The second-
er's remarks were very brief.

Mr. Wetmore congratulated the mover of
the speech on his eloquent address. He
humorously referred to the rumor that the
Solicitor-General was to accept an office in
8t. Jobn, and that Mr. Stockton way to be
promoted. He thought it a peculiar thing
that the first iatimation the members bad of
the contents of the address of his honor was
from one of the 8t. John papers. The change
in the fiscal year was not beheficial, thus
postponing the meeting of the Lagislature
and necessitating the rusbing through of
buginess. He deplored such hasty legisla-
tion, The house should be congratulated
that the juggernaut wheel of reform had not
gone over the Solicitor-General, the Legisla-
tive Council and Iixecutive as proposed by
the late Opposition. Instead of the Legisla-
tive Council, that asylum for decayed politi-
cians, being abolished, he had to congratulate
bis friend from York (Mr. Thompson) on his
prospective elovation to that body. He did
not believe that the Government’s habit of
locking up large tracts of land promised well
for the lumber interests of the province. He
agreed with the previous speaker as to the
great agricultural resources of the country.
He attacked the Government for not issuing
information with respect to immigration. He
did not think that the legjelation of last ses-
sion as to secondary education gave pro-
mise of gratifying results, were approved
of by the country. What was the use of
economy when it did not ussist the people ?
They had no more money for their roads and
bridges. The salaries of the teachers were
small enough already, and the reduction
made by the Government in many ceses had
to be made up by the districts. The ten-
dency was to depreciate the standard of
the teaching profession. There was no call
for compulsory education in the province.
Whatever it might do for older countries,
such a system would produce grievous hard-
ship and inconvenience in this proviuce. It
was rumored that the Government intended
to mals scapegoats of the cities of Frederic-
ton and St. gaqm to'test 'this heasurd. As to
the Dominion License Act he was of the
sape opinion as Jast yenr in believing that
that measure was perfectly gonstitutional, al-
though he bowed to the decision of the
Supreme Court of Canada.

Mr. Adams—No! but Mr. Inspector Cox,
whom you dismissed, did.

Mr. Ritchie—He was not dismissed.

Mr. Adams—You forced bim out.

Mr. Blair—State what Mr. Crocket said.

Mr. Adams—I shall not now now, but he
arraigned the policy of the late Government.

Mr. Adams then spoke of the timbsr regu-
lations, which he said placed the lands of the
country in the hands of a few individuals.
He thought the license question should be
appealed to the Privy Council. He said that
the Government hud nothing to do with get-
ting the ‘Eastern extension claims settled. In
the matter of gettling the country, the best
course was to try and keep the people at
home. He concluded by a compliment to
the mover of the address.

Mr. Blair in a balf hearted way, defended
the Superintendent of Fredericton from Mr.
