DETKRMINED TO DIE.

A Murderer Shoots Wimse'f Five Times in
The Head.

Havuirax, March 29.—Eaton, the Calais
homicide, shot himself yesterday om the
Quebec train bound for Halifsx, when be-
tween Amhurst and Truro, He was taken
offat Truro and cenveyed to the hotel,
where he was -attended by two doctors,
He had shot himseTEdn the head five times,
All the bullets have been extracted except
one, which lodges in his head back of the
left ear, This is & very serious wound; the
other wounds are not bad. He was arrested
last night, and as soon as sufficiently re.
covered to be moved will be taken back to
Calais to stand his trial. He seems to feel
bis position very keenly, and ways be Lad
no motive for shooting either his brother
or Kelly, He admits he was under the in-
fluence of liguor at the time and he did not
know what he was doing.

FREE TRADE IN NKLW YORK.

Serious Charges Against Members of Con-
jfé’ll‘ﬂmmm

New Yonk, March 20.—At a meeting of
the Trade clubto:wight Col. F, A, Conkling
delivered an address on ‘‘she knit [goods
swindle.” Conkling said he was not a free
trader in the common acceptance of the
term, but he ‘thought proper revenue laws
should be enazted. He said there was an
organ‘zed conspirscy represented by the
knit  goods manufacturers’ association
to cheat  the people and  the
government out of enormous sums_ by
menipuiating the importations of koit
oods This was done in the face of the
decision of the United States supreme
court in February, 1881, when the conspira-
tors were assisted, not only by Secretary
Windom, but by his assistant Treoch, and
the conduct of the judges was answerable
for much of the corruprion that was done
by the different classification of goolfs
to evade the law.. A further vietory
had recently been gained by this
organization by the passage of a bill
thr)uxh congress, which the speaker inti-
mated was passed by the bribery apd
trickery of its foremost moverr, smong
whom was Senator Miller, His state 8880~
ciation had raised $90,000 and where this
sum went had vever been disclosed. He
advised congress to make av investigation,
and it would be no doubt found tbat most
of the money went * into the pockets of
some of our upright legislators,”

NING,

That i Flourishing in New Brumswick
for (atehing New Eogiand Suckers—
Canadian Oficials Who Wink at is.

(CALAS, Me., March 27,—Ope of the
most deliberate swindles in the lottery line
yet unesrthed has been flourishing in Can-
aia for years. It is culled, *“The Royal

New Brupswick Gift Drawing Eaterprise,”

and that this concern is the greatest swind-

ling affair fostered in the Canadian territory
no person need have;the slighest doubt, as
the following facts will show : About four
years ago & motorions New York
lottery man, gambler, and blackleg,
made his appearsnce in the quiet little town
of St. Stephens, N, B, This town is on the
border line and right opposite Calais, Me.,
divided only by the 8t. Croix river, upon
which float many lumber schoouers, and

which business partially supports both
towns, joined by 8 wooden bridge, Here in
St. Stephens the sharper opened out his
Jottery game by sending his circulars into
the states of Maine and New Hampshire,
and gradually extendiog his business into
the surronnding coontry. Having realized
about $20,000 from his venture, he aban-
doned the field to his brother-in-law, also s
New York gambler, but without money,
Soon the prospectus reached and
After working slong for a while, Ant
Comstock paid the Jittle man & visit but
could "o nothing.  Neither could all
the traps set by him avail enything,
for the gambler took cate vot to
cross the bridge into Calais for fear of
arrest by United States suthorities,
Comstock then tried the virtue of com-
laint to the postmaster-general of Canada,
gut did not succeed to his efforts to break
up this affair, although the assistant-post-
master tried bis best to assist Comstock
against this system of robberdv which is
allowed, as it is claimed under political
pratection, to continue unabated.

The circulars, generally printed on pudi
yellow paper, set forth that on the 30t
day of each month s chance is given to
win ’)00,000, 050,0@. '25,000, ‘10,000,
$5000, 2 2ash- gifts of $2000 each, 10 3ash
gifts of - $1000 eacb, 10 cash gifts of §500
each, 100 cash gifts of $50 each, 100 cssh
gifts of $20 each, and 10,000 cash gifts of
85 each, in all $266,000. These circulars
are generally mailed by eight women and
two men, and sre mot posted sll in ome
p'ace, but in 8 peeulisr wanver in order to
avoid the United States suthorities, and
the pumber of such circulars can be
nearly estimated woen, as it is not
devied by the 8t, Croix newspaper, that
the printing of the circulars of lottery
bas built their establishment and is to day
the main support of the firm, This is also
backed by the words of the gambler him-
self, who claims to pay $30,000 per
year to the lccal office for stamps,

The mode of mailing is peculiar; first a
certain number are dropped into the regular
mail bag in 8t, Stephens, but the largest
bulk is carried along the railrosd lines lead-
ing to Maiue and St. Jobn, N, B,, snd de-
posited at local stations and in the city of
8t. John, This is done to avoid Uncle Sam.
Not only is delivery peculiar bat so is the
drawing. In the circular stress is laid upon
the fairness, but with what claim the
reader can judge, From the tickets

rintel for one month s number
aving been . sold,, the rest are put
into & box, |hnhn up sod the
fair (?) drawing ¢ ences, the result print-
ed, circulars sent out, imagination excited,
but no lucky holders of the magic numbers
ever turn up, simply becsuse the tickets
shaken for are pever sold, and the concern
is so much in, whilst the dupe is so much
out, On enquiry through the town, it is
found that the firm, for there are more than
one (the other partner being also made rich
by the nefarious business),are counselled s
advised by o prominent firms of lawyers sod
that the merchauts here thiok it s good
juke upon the Americans, snd even go lar
10 defending the sleek 1ut, who is very Jiberal
with his money, and who, from the proceeds
of his swindleés, has with his partoer pur-
chased quite a pumber of small sailing ves-
sels and erected a block of buildings in
Philadelpbio,

Since the success of the St, Stephens
scheme, the New Yorker and his partner
conceived the brilliant ides of starting a
series of these lottery schemes, one of which
was to be worked at St, Andrews, snother
town upon the border, and severa! more in
border towns in Upper Csnads, and sc-
cordingly procreded to work through &
stool-pigeon who lived upon the American
side, The lawyers drew up an agreement,
printing was ordered, and furnished offices
were hired to commence business ; every-
thing went on swimmingly until the morn-
ing of the stool pigeon’s departure for ¢t
Audrews, when s storm gathered, and the
sharper refused to allow his tool
to break opeu the express packages and
bandle the money Theaflairfell through and
resulted in much feeling between the
parties, but which ia about three months
alter was seitled by the gambler payiog his
pigeon $200 for lost tim~, the money being
wrung from him by a few words from »
high town officer of St, Stephens, who
expected to get pirt of adebt owed him by
the pigeon,

One of the systems adopted by this firm
is to hire as many agents as they poseibly
can, and pay them large commissions to
push the sale of their tickets, and in some
instances Jeclare a lucky ticket in a town
where extra profits m'ght be reaped from
the investment.  Much more may be said
outside of the fact that no tickets are sold
in Canada under word of honor (7) from the
gambler, As a wovemeut is on foot on the
Calais side to stait a similar lottery, ss an
act of retaliation soon, we may hear of our
own countrymen being fleeced to pay for
assistivg at the fleecing of others.
