The
ceiling and sides are com of alternate
strips of white wood and cherry, the pan-
eling is of ash. Ventilation of the cars
huieen well attended to, being furnished
with double windows. They will be
heated by two improved heaters with hot
air pipes extending along each side. The
stoves are constructed to accommodate
passengers with hot water.
