A stringent license law honestly administered 
ffi the surest safeguard against tho abuses of 
the liquor traffic. In our own license law—tbe 
Crooks Act—we possess a more effective piece 
Of legislation than I have been able to find in 
the statute books of many countries whose 
license laws I have carefully examined. Such 
a law faithfully carried out will entmre a result 
Infinitely more satisfactory than can be accom­
plished by a partial prohibitory measure like 
the Scott Act, But it the herculean efforts of 
She score of clerical missionaries now canvas­
sing from door to door in this email county 
secures the defeat of the vote for repeal it will 
be but a temporary victory. Even if the Act 
be passed in nine-tenths of tbe counties of 
Ontario it will never become one of the per­
manent laws of our country. Twenty years 
ago a similar fanatical agitation stirred this 
province. Then theDunkin Act was the pan­
acea prescribed, and county after county 
adopted the experiment by immense mnjori- 
tiee. but soon the stern logic of experience 
made manifest the evil effects of such legisla­
tion, ana the revolution in public sentiment in 
the affected districts was so great that in my 
efforts to repeal tho law I was ably seconded by 
•he best men in the community. As it waa 
then so it will be again. Temperance by Act of 
PArlinment is a delusion and a sham. Tbe 
active effect of such a law as the Scott Act is 
not to banish strong drink, but rather to bring 
into existence low groggeries, encourage 
false swearing, turn neighbor against neighbor, 
and generally breed contempt for all law. ft 
is in fact a tyrannical interference with the 
juHt rights and privileges of the people. In its 

• working it lays down the monstrous doctrine 
that every icmii lias to be presumed guilty 
til proven innocent, and it places within tho 
reach of every bigot an agency for mischievous 
persecution that is repulsive to the instincts of 
». 1 iberly-luving people.

Such a law, therefore, cannot long rule any 
comddarablti lortion of the Canadian people. 
Fanaticism nmy for a time prevail, but the 
sober second thought of tho electors ie os-sure 
to Hiwrt itself na that night follows dov, and 
then I have no doubt majorities equally ent- 
phai ic will sound the death knell of suelt spuri­
ous so-ooJled moral legislation. •»
