a new Parliament.. I have therefore sum-
moned you for prorogation at an enrlier
period than usual. i
“Iam glad to record that my friendly
relations  with foreign powers remain un-
altered. _
_+"Treaties have been duly ratified refer-
ring the differences with the United States
witi respect to the Behring Sea to arbi-
tration.”

ubbock, president of the London Cham-
ber of Commerce, presided and, assisted by
the committee, welcomed the delegates sent
from every portion of the British Ewmpire.
The Right Hon. Sir Michael Hicks-Beach,
President of the Board of Trade, is vice-
president of the Congress.

Lord Brassey offered a resolution, which
was adopted, declaring that in the opinion
of this congress it is expedient that a prac-
upnl arrangement should, if possible, be de-
vised to secure closer commercial union be-
tween the Mother Country and her colonies
and dependencies. ;

Bir John Lubbock, in behalf of the Lon-
don’ Chamber of Commerce, offered a resolu-
tion favoring a free trade union of Great
Britain and her colonies.
> Sir Charles Tupper moved as an: amend-
ment the resolution of the Montreal Cham-
ber of Commerce,which was adopted by the
Canadian delegates as a whole, in favor of
slight differential duties.

Sir Charles’ speech carried- away the con-
gress, all the Cunadians b{'ug most enthusi-
astic in its support.

Him—Farther Concerning thé Record

of Dr, Oream in Canada.

Loxpow, June 28.—Thomas Neill was
again brought up in Bow-street Police
Court to-day and was again remanded.

John Haynes became acquainted with
Neill about a year ago, and, struck by his
peculiarities, studied him closely. Neill
talked to him about the poisoning of the
Marsh and Shrivell girls.

Neill showed Haynes a notebnok in which
were entered, among other things, the ini-
tials of the women who had been poisoned,
together with the dates of their deaths.
There were initials which he said referred
to Ellen Dodworth, Matilda Clover and the
girls Marsh and Shrivell, and there were
also the intials *“L.H.,” which Haynes said
referred to a girl named Louisa Harvey.

* Neill said that the Harvey givl had fallen
dead on the street, between the Royal
Music Hall and te London Pavil:on, and
that she was sapposed to have divcd ivom
natural causes, but was actually poisoned

MOXTREAL, June 28,—As the career of
Thomas Neil, or Dr. Thomas Neil Cream, is
becoming fully known, the more atrocious
does it appear. It seems he started in his
career of crime even before he graduated at
Mc@Gill College in 1876. Cream was in the
habitof making frequent trips tothe Eastern
Townships a.nvf during one of vhese excur-
sions he became acquainted with the very
pretty dm;;;hter of a prosperous hotel-
kecper of Waterloo. Cream soon became
intimate with the girl, whom he ruined
under promise of marriage, and they lived
together secretly some time. One day
Cream told the hotelkeeper that he was
ioﬂing to London to finish his education.

te that night the most heartrendin
screams were heard from the bedroom o0
the young woman. Investigation proved
that Creain had administered drugs to pro-
cure an abortion. They looked for Cream,
but found he had gone. The father
took the next train for  Mon-
treal, secured two _policemen and
captured Cream. Rural Dean Lindsay was
induced to come to the village and 1n the
hotel parlor the marriage took place.
Cream stayed several days, professing much
solicivude for his wife’s condition. Then
early ous morning he wasmissing. He left
a note saying he had gone to take a course
of lectures at St. Thomas’ Hospital. He
sailed before he could be caught. The girl
lingered through the winter, lost her speech
and part of her senses. In the spring her
speech returned, but her life went with the
last days of June.

The Criminal Code, .

The clauses of the Criminal Code which
had been reserved from time to time were
then taken up.

Section 123 relating to the publication of
false news was amended so as to
follows: “Every one is guilty
indictable offence, and liable to.one year’s
imprisonment, who wilfully and knowing-
ly publishes any false news or tale. whereby
injury or mischief is or is likely to be. oc-
casioned.” .

Section 130 was amended to include
members of Parliament and of the Provin-
cial Legislatures, and now reads as follows:
“Every one is guilty of an indictable
offence and liable to 14 years’ ‘imprison-
ment, who, holding any 'judicial office or
being a member of Parliament or of a
Legislature, corruptly accepts or obtains or
agtees to accept or altempts to obtain for
himself or any other person any money or
valuable consideration, office, place or em-
ployment on account of uw‘t&tg already
done or to be afterwards done or omitted
by him in his judicial capatity or in his
capacity as such member of Parliament or
of the ~Legislature, or corruptly gives or
offers to any such person or to any other
person any such bribe as aforesaid on ac-
count of any such act or omission.”

Clause 205, relating to lotteries, was

selling lottery tickets from 20 to 2 years’
imprisopment or $2000 | fine, and provi-
sion was made that any “ome baying a
ticket shall be liable to a fine of §20. A
pew sub-clause was added exempting from
the operation of the clause any company or
association incorporated or authorized by
| the Parliament of Canada ‘or any local
Legislature to run a lottery.

The effect of these clauses if enforced
will be to prohibit the sale of toreign lot-
| tery tickets and give a monopoly to those
lotteries already authorized by the Pro-
| vince of Quebecy
l Bailway Subsidies.

The railway subsidies were brought down
to-night, They are very long and amount
altogether to over $5,000,000, but by far
the greatest part are re-votes, and the new
subsidies only amount to about §1,500,000.
