36 and 31 last, in the form of a spe-
cial case. All the facts having been
‘admitted, it was only necessary for
‘ the court to construe the Act of the

‘ﬂrrovmcm Legislature, 50 Vic.,, chap.

85, assented to on April 23, 1887, amend-
ing the company’s acts of incorpora-
tion, as it was charged that the com-~
pany had violated the provisions of
that act. On Sept. 9 last His Lordship
‘delivered a remarkably able and most
exhaustive judgment with reasons for

it, going fully into all the matters In
' ‘the special case,
% the

and answering all
questions~ adversely to the
contentions of the company, and to
their . construction of the statute.
The judgment now published contains
the sﬁbstance of His Lordship’s judg-
ment. The matters involved in the
action are.of a most ‘complicated and
highly technical character, and it is
only after a very careful consideration
that the ordinary mind can begin to

grasp the mass of facts and figures in)

issue. It was largely owing to these
complications that the gas company
was able for years to fix the price of
gas at an exorbitant figure and de-
liberately commit acts that were pro-
 hibited by the statute, 50 Vie., chap. 85.

This act was only passed with the con-
gent of the city officials. and at their
Instance were inserted many of its
provisions, which the judgment now
holds have been disobeyed and in not
long ago compelling the company to
obey the statute those officlals have
been . guilty of gross neglect of
/duty. i But nothing was done until a
privs person, ‘acting on behalf \ot
himgelf and' all the other consumers
of gas in Toronto,#nstituted “the pre-
sent ‘action.

.+ DPrawing the Badger. -
popular sport kndwn as’
-Padger-baiting, a dog goes _into the
‘badger’s hole, seizes him by the nose
end drags him out for the benefit of
‘the crowd—the plaintiff in this action,
in laying bare to the citfzens ¢f Toron-
to the devious methods of the gas
‘eompany, has adopted the tactics of
drawing the badger. It is to be hoped
that the city will no longer neglect to
safeguard the interests of the citizens,
but will as far as possible assist and
encourage the conduct of this action,
until this insolent corporation recedes
<from a position which Judge Ferguson

holds to be dishonest and illegal. The -

company has given notice of appeal
and intends, after the usual manner

. of wealthy and unscrupulous corpora-

tions, to exhaust every court in the
realm before doing an act 'of simple
Justice’ to- the gas consumer, by re-
ducing ‘the price of gas and repaying
what the judgment declares it has
“for some years past overcharged. It
is expected the appeal will be heard
at the. November sittings of the Court
of Appeal, and it will require at least
8 year before its final disposition by the
Judicial Committee of the English
Privy Couneil,
A Circuitous Contrivance Exposed.

The gas company by its act of in-
corporation, 11 Vie., chap. 14, which
came into force on April 23, 1848, was
forbidden to pay to the shareholders
out of profits a higher dividend than
ten per cent. per annum. In 1888 it
Petitioned the Provincial Legislature
for power to increase the capital stock
from $1,000,000 to $2,000,000; .this was
opposed by the city of Toronto. The
ground of opposition-was to prevent
the company from distributing among
its shareholders unearned profits in
the shape of premiums on its new
Btock, and also to secure a reduction
in the price of gas. After protracted
discussions the city withdrew its oppo-
sition on certain terms and conditions
which related to the application and
_fnvestment of the company’s funds—
prevented the shareholders from ob-

i taining more than the ten per cent.

per annum dividend, and also caused
& reduction in the price of gas to the
consumers—and these terms and con-
ditions were embodled in the act, 50
Vic,, chap. 85. Mr. Justice Ferguson
now holdg that the company has not
Obeyed the act, and the effect has
been to keep up the price of gas: It
Was intended that the @mpany would

a price for gas—sufficient with its
ot‘her profits to pay working expenses,
directors’ fees, an annual dividend of
ten per cent, and to establish and
maintain the various funds directed
by the act—and when it had sufficient
money for these purposes it would
reduce and keep down the charge for
8as. The surplus profits coming to
the company over and above the
amounts required by the act for these
Durp0§es Were very large, but instead
of being applied to the reduction of
the price of gas, they were misapplied
In various ways. Large sums, amount-
ing in al to $108,000, were improperly
written off for alleged depreciation in
Plant, and also were sunk in the pur-
chase and construction of extensive
and Unnecessary plant, land and build-
ing material, and this is one of the ac-
counts ordered to be taken by the
Judgment. 1t ig charged that the ob-
Ject of this useless plant and building
Mmaterial—besides keeping up the
eharge for gas—was to form an asset
of the company; so that in the event
of a gale the pProceeds might be handed
over to the shareholders, giving them
larger profits than the law allowed,

of the business. Judge Ferguson{holds
that this is not a compliance with the
act at all, because; to quote His Lord-
ship’s words. “opening the account and
making entries and figures thereto is
no compliance with the requirements
of the act, respecting the rest or re-
serve fund, except so far as there may
be in hand the cash or securities of
the kind mentioned in the last clause
of section four of the act”” And he
further holds that the act forbids the
investment of the reserve fumnd or any
portion ef it in land, buildings and
plant or for the business purposes of
the company.
His Lordship Answers Questions.

In_ the judgment the questions-an-
swered &nd the accounts ordered to be
taken. cover the whole business of the
company since April 23, 1887. Some of
them are purely technical and will
Serve as a guide in taking the accounts.
The accounts directed are most search-
ing and far-reaching in their effects.
Among the questions in the special
case answered by the judgment, the
following are parficularly interesting
to the gas consumer: It is declared
that it is ultra vires of the company,
or prohibited by the statute, 50 Vic.,
chap. 85, to invest or use the reserve
fund, or any portion of it, the premi-
ums on stock, or any portion thereof,
in the purchase and construction of
plant and buildings, or generally in
the company’s business, and it is fur-
ther declared that (save as stated in
the spécial case) the company did not
establish, maintain and invest the
rest or reserve fund in accordance
with 50 Vic., chap. 85. It is declared
that it was ultra vires of the company
to write off sums of money from pro-
fits for depreciation in plant.

.Accounts to Be Taken.

A reference is also directed to take a
large number of accounts, among which
may be mentioned the following: An
account of all moneys received by
the company from all sources since
April 23, 1887; an account of all
moneys disbursed by the ' company
in its’ business and in the pur-
chage: of buildings and plant out of
the paid-up capital, out of the re-
serve fund, out of the plant and build-
ings renewals fund, and out of all other
moneys, including moneys received
from premiums on stock since that
date. -An account since that. date of
the profits; Of the amount realized
from premiums on sale of stock; of the
amount to be added to the rest or
reserve fund, until the same was pro-
perly formed; of all moneys invested in
plant not in.actual use; of the amount
invested from the paid-up capital in
plant and buildings in actual use on
April 23, 1887, and since; an account
showing amounts actually paid for
gas rents by the gas consumers of
Toronto since April 23, 1887, and show-
ing the excess, if any, which has been
paid to the company. over and above
the amount which should have been
paid in accordance with the statute 50
Vic., chap. 85, and an account show-
ing the amounts, improperly written off
against profits or the reservg fund for
depreciation in plant frém April 23,
1887.

If the judgment of Mr. Justice Fer-
guson should be affirmed by the court
of final resort—which there is every
reason to believe will be done—the net
result to the gas consumer will be a
reduction in the price of gas of about
twenty-eight or thirty cents per thou-
sand feet, and the company will be
compelled to repay to the gas consum-
ers the large amounts it has for some
years past overcharged.

Hugh Shaw, charged with bigamy,
appeared Dbefore Judge McDougall
again yesterday morning and was re-
manded on his own bail until. time
could be had to hear from the first wife
in Winnipeg, who wds a Miss Hall.

His father, George Shaw, died re-
cently in Brantford, leaving an estate
valued between $30,000 and $50,000.

The terms of the will are peculiar
and explain the motive which caused
Shaw to give himself up. Mr. T. H.
Bull, Clerk of the Peace, of York, and
Dr. A. Patullo of this city are the exe-
-cutors and the money is to go to the
son Hugh if he returned and cleared
himself of the charge of bigamy.

Previous to the old gentleman’s death
a letter was received fiom the first
wife in Winnipeg claiming her rights.
The father communicated with the son
who, it is said, hastily left the country
with wife number two. TUnless the
son clears himself of the charge or at
any rate stands his trial, all his
father’s estate goes to charity.

Shaw, it is sald, has no evidence to
show that- he believed his first wife
to be dead beyomd his own sworn
statement. He says a brakeman on the
P whose name he forgets and
who was at that time on tg ‘Winni-
peg run, told him his wife there was
dead. As té;ere is nothing to be gain-
ed by Shaw’'s escape his otwn bail is

The Manager Gets the Opinion of Expert
Accountants.

In connection with the dispute be-
tween the Gas Company and its can-
sumers, the correspondence published
below will be of interest. It, in sub-
stance, is the opinion of a number of
expert accountants on the conduct of
the company in regard to the manner
of keeping M which the plain-
tiff in the r e alleged was con-
trary to the acts8 of incorporation
of the company.

As a matter arising out of the suit
recently brought against this
Company upon the ground of
its not having complied with some of
the provisions in the amendment to
its act of incorporation, passed in 1887,
which will be brought before the Exe-
cutive Committee of the City Council
at its next méeting, and as there is.a
somewhat general but altogether er-
roneous opinfon that the course taken
by the Company has been prejudicial
to the gas consumers, the Board of
Directors’ instrugted me to obtain
from managers of public companies
and accountants of the highest stand-
ing answers to certain questions which
will place the matter in its proper
light, and to transmit the same to
vou. These answers have been obtain-
ed and I now enclcse a copy thereof,
which I trust will receive your careful
consideration.

1. Q.—State, as the result of your

A.—Clearly to the permanent advan-
tage of both the consumers and share-
holders.

4. Q—From your examination of the
accounts, state whether or not the
company has availed itself in all cases
of the right given to it by the act
to carry 5 per cent. upon the value of
the plant and buildings in use af the
end of the year to the credit - of
plant and buildings renewal fund ach
yvear, and if not, what additional sums
might have beemn carried to this fund,
in accordance with the powers con-
ferred by the act. Had the company
credited the renewal fund with such
additional amount would mot the re-
serve fund have been reduced to that
extent ?

A.—The reserve fund, as it appears
in the last published annual report,
is $140,122.46 more than it would have
been had the company availed itself
of the statutory provisions regarding
renewals.

AND THE POST OF SOLICITOR-GEN-
ERAL IS VACANT,

Montrealeys Petition for an Englith-
Speaking Protestant Judge Withous
Avatl—Gossip as to & Successor—Move-
ments of Politicians in Montreal—Hon,
L. P, Pelletier Wanted at Ottawa.

Ottawa, Oct. 17.—At to-day’s meet«
ing of the Cabniet, Hon, J, J. Curran
was appointed a Superior Court judge
of the Province of Quebec, thereby
creating a vacancy in the Ministry
and in the representation of Montreal
Centre. During the day a petition was
presented to the Premier, signea by &
large number of influential Montreal-
ers, protesting against the appoint-
ment of any other than an English-
speaking Protestant to the position of
the Superior Court Bench, rendered
vacant by the death of the late Sin
Francis Johnson. Mr. V.. E. Mitchell,
clerk in the office of the law firm of
McGibbon & Co.,, of Montreal, pre-
sented the petition to Sir Mackenzie
Bowell, . >

The Premier,p while receiving Mr.
Mitchell courteously, did mot hold out
any hopes that the prayer of the pe-
tition would be granted.

Judge Curran was here to-day and
received many congratulations on his
appointment. It may be stated that
as a matter of English precedent, the
English Attorney and Solicitor-Gener-
als are invariably elevated - to the
Bench after their term of office.

As Regards a Succossor.

Several suggestions were afloat with
regard to a. successor in the Solicitor-
Generalship. ' For instance, the pro-
posal is made to transfer Hon, J. F.
Wood to the ‘post and appoint Hon.
G. B. Baker to the Controllership; an-
other repgrt has it that Mr. Baker
may become - Solicitor-General, but
nothing definite has been decided. =

HON. L. P, PELLETIER

Asked to Make a Change From Previncial
to Federal Politics,

Montreal, Oct. 17.—If the Hon. Louis
P. Pelletier, Provincial Secretary in the
Taillon Government, desires it he can
be a member of Sir Mackenzie Bowell’s
Cabinet with 48 hours. This may be a
piece of surprising intelligence, but it
Is true nevertheless. The Hon. Mr.
Pelletier came up to Montreal to-day
on purpose to consult his friends and
there can be little doubt of the fact
that Sir Mackenzie,” Sir A. P. Caron
and the Hon. Mr. Ives are most anx-
ious to have the Provincial Secretary
leave local politics immediately and
throw in his lot with his Ottawa
friends. There werg many consulta-
tions held at the St. Dawrence Hall be-
tween the prospective Federal Minis-
ter and leading politicians of the dis-
trict, and although Some advised the
eloquent gentleman to wait until the
Ottawa Government made some sign
in the Manitoba school question, othen
powerful and sagacious advisers told
Mr. Pelletier that it was just as well
to_accept office- at once and help his
colleagues to get the best bargain pos-
sible for the minority in the prairie
province.

“Do you think he will go to Ottawa?”
was asked of one of the Provincial
Secretary’s colleagues, and the reply
was: “T#hink he will””

‘The Hon. W. B, Ives reachéd the
eity this evening and in a short time
was closeted with. the Hon. Mr. Pel-
letier, and it is understood that there
is every probability of a favorable
answer going back to the Canadian
Prime Minister. There is no doubt
that if the Hon. L. P. Pelletier enters
the Ministry he will be a great
strength to the Cabinet representation
from this Province. His promotion
would be looked upon most favorably,
by both the higher and lower clergy,
and the Hon. Mr. Pelletier’s liberality
toward the English people since he
became Minister has contributed mors
than a little to his prestige amongst
that element of Quebec’s population.

Jacques Cartier Convention.

The Jaeques Cartier County Cornven
tion, which was to have selected a
Conservative candidate to contest that
division, was not a great success.
There were six aspirants and three
retired, so the names of Mr. D. H.
Girouard, C. Monk and L. Cousineau
went before the convention. The lat-
ter was the nominee of the St. Lau-
rent parish delegates, and their can-
didate not receiving what they con-
sidered fair play, the delegation with-
drew from the .hall. The next ballot
gave 21 to Mr. Girouard, son of the
ex-M.P,, and 20 to Mr. Monk, but it
was thought better in the interest of
harmony and the party to adjourn un-
til Monday next.
