~sery stock of all kinde moat suitable
"for growth in this country. As we have
sajd-the land is very fertile;it is also
well watered, and the mountains
_shelter it most completely from north,
north west and north-east winds. Toe

" murrery, would be inestimable. They
would then be enabled to secure trees
_and other stock acolimated 10 the
. country ; they could with all reasonable
" pertainty depend on what they pur-
' ehase being true to name; they would
have the advantage of inspecling before
buying, &o. The first gonsideration is
one of great importance undoubtedly,
and we see is receiving attention_else-

“ «It may be interesting to the
fruit: gromers of our province to
know that we are no longer dependent
for our supply of young trees upon the
United States. Large uurseries are
springing up in every direction in the
provinces of Quebec and Ontario. It
is a notorious fact that a great many of
our orchards have been injured, or at
any rate retarded, in their productive-
ness by the introduction of trees from
a more southerly climate that our own,
and although trees from the north can
be acolimuted south, it is impossible to
reverse the process. lere in the north-
ern part of Nova Scotia, Prince Edward
Island and Newioundland no trees
either ornimental or fruit should be
used unless coming {rom the sawe lati-
tude.”’

‘There are one or iwo small nurseries
in this county and in Kings,—but they
are not on a scale sufficiently large to
enable them to enter into any success-
ful competition with outside nurseries,
whose agents are constanly travel-
Jing this Province. Until  we
do get u first-class nursery of our own,
we shonld advise the fruit-growers of
Nova Scotia, to patronize those located
in the Dominion. There is one now
advertised in our columns, that we
are under the impression has given
good satisfaction to its patrons. We do
not recommend it particularly,but mere
iy make apreference of pointing out
the firm, from the patronage it has
slways accorded to the valley press. Our
main point is, Jet us keep the money in
the Dominion as far as we can. The
grand fundamental principle of our
Amerioan cousins is “to build up
home institutions, and we vote to fol.
Jow their worthy example. Thousands
of dollars have gone out of this pro
vince to purchase American grown
stock, that should have been spent in
the Dominion, and for which equally as
good, and 10 many cases better returns
eould have been obtained. It isa pity
snyway, that our people could not be
thoroughly innoculated with the same
sort of patriotism that the average
American feels for bis country and all
that belongs to it. It is & malter of
education with them, but with us it
does not appear to be any particular

virtue.
