@iHIS isthe Alpha and Omega of Christian
ethies—the goal towards which the
people of God of every name and denomi-
nation are bound to be ever pressing for-
ward.

We are not of those who insist upon
the world being wholly evangelized during
the present century, or the present genera-
tion.

Never have there been so many
open doors for the introduction of Christi-
anity as now ; never before such facilities
for the spread of the Gospel; mever so
many consecrated men and women to an-
swer the mmissionary bugle-call with the
cheerful response, “ Here am I, send me.”
At the same time, it must be confessed,
never was the mneed for missionary effort
more apparent mnor its demands more
clamant. It is not unusual for one mission-
ary to labour among ten thousand, twenty

" thousand, or even half a million of heathen
people. ‘““What are these among so
many!” One reads the story of need and
opportunity from field after field, each
geemingly more urgent than the other.
Teachers, doctors of medicine, preachers,
evangelists, zenana visitors, pnnters, arti-
zans—how manifold the openings for such
Christian workers ! In somefields the con-
ditions are such as to demand “swift and
‘earnest” effort to evangelize the people; in
others, patient waltmrr and watching are
chiefly requisite.

Wo know vastly more about the world
and its peoplesthan our fathers knew—than
we ourselvese knew ten years ago. Africa
has revealed her mysteries, and appeals to
the Churches with two hundred million

voices or more. Asia can no longer exclud
the explorer or the missionary. It ism
wondeT, then, that the claims of Foreip
Missions should become more urgent yex
by year. Thousands of dollars must b
succeeded by tens of thousands—milliong
by ‘tens of millions. In this warfare th
welfare of the world and the whgqle huma
race is involved,
