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LSD, and 29 times as many have used opiates. The
rate of LSD use is 62 times greater among madjuana-
smokers than among those who have not tried
marijuana.

One note of caution has been sounded by the
researchers about their fndings to date - that their

igures cannot be taken as representative for all

marijuana users (such as those from slum centres in

large U.S. cities) but they do represent a "fait cross
section of adolescent students from grades 7 to 14 in
the larger cities of Eastern Canada, and generally
are "normal", not "devient" populations.

ESKIMO LANGUAGE FOR DEGREE CREDIT

The first course in the Eskimo language that can
be counted as credit towards a degree Is being
offered by the University of Saskatchewan.

The university's Institute for Northern Studies

opened an Arctic Research and Training Centre at

Rankin Inlet last autumn. The Centre is a base for

research and infild training related to problems of
the North and is the first institution to offer a degree
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
