CLAUSE 17 IDENTIFIES THE PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES THAT

ARE TO BE ACCORDED INSPECTORS AND OBSERVERS WHEN

CARRYING OUT THEIR ON-SITE INSPECTIONS. THESE PRIVILEGES
AND IMMUNITIES ARE DETAILED IN THE PROTOCOL TO THE
TREATY INCLUDING THOSE ENJOYED BY DIPLOMATIC AGENTS
UNDER THOSE PROVISIONS OF THE VIENNA CONVENTION ON
DIPLOMATIC RELATIONS OF APRIL 1961 THAT ARE SPECIFIED IN
THIS CLAUSE, NAMELY, ARTICLE 29, PARAGRAPH 1 OF ARTICLE 30,
INVIOLABILITY UNDER PARAGRAPH 2 OF ARTICLE 30, PARA-
GRAPHS 1, 2, 3 OF ARTICLE 31 AND ARTICLE 34.

SAMPLES AND APPROVED EQUIPMENT CARRIED BY INSPECTORSIN
CARRYING OUT THEIR ACTIVITIES IN CANADA ARE INVIOLABLE.
NOTWITHSTANDING, DANGEROUS SAMPLES THAT COME WITHIN
THE DEFINITION OF DANGEROUS GOODS UNDER THE TRANSPORTA-
TION OF DANGEROUS GOODS ACT ARE TO BE TRANSPORTED IN
ACCORDANCE WITH THAT ACT. PRESCRIBED SUBSTANCES WITHIN
THE MEANING OF THE ATOMIC ENERGY CONTROL ACT ARE TO BE
TRANSPORTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THAT ACT.

CLAUSE 20

OBSERVERS HAVE THE SAME PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES AS
INSPECTORS WITH THE EXCEPTION OF THOSE THAT ARE GRANTED
UNDER 18(1) OF THE ACT, RESPECTING SAMPLES AND APPROVED
EQUIPMENT CARRIED BY INSPECTORS. |
