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in any way are urged to contact them. A host of projects in the
scientific, cultural, and social fields have been suggested by
Canadians in all parts of our nation and many of these activities,
including book donations by Canadian schools to their counterparts
in less developed countries, town-twinning projects, food shipments,
adoption of a universal ICY postage stamp, and educational seminars
are being- implemented. I hope the primary impetus in International
Cooperation Year will come from non-governmental organizations and
individual Canadians whose increased awareness of world affairs
must be the basis for international coopesration and the quest for
peace.

I therefore ask all Canadians to join in making the Inter-
national Coopecration Year a success, and to bend their efforts to
develop a keener sense of international responsibility and personal

involvement in the affairs of the world.
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
