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Marine and Fisheries as te the line of policy
lie will foilow ln spending the money. This
Flause lias a rIglit to know the facts; and I
respectfully submit that it is the duty of
the government to state those facts at the
earliest possible moment. The Prime Min-ister, ln giving the explanation of ministeri
changes, said that it was not sa important
ta give this Information now as at onie time
ln the past, because, ln these modern days
these changes had nlot the Importance they
liad at one time, for ln these days of pub-
licity there was nothing lie could teli the
Flouse of which the Flouse was neot already
Informed through the press. That is ex-
actly why we are askIng these questions-
because an Intimation was given through
the press some Urne ago, and notably in the
province of Quebec during an election cani-
paign by the Minister of Marine and Fish-
eries, that certain important changes would
take place whereby a great deal of the work
now being done by the Public Works De-
partment would be transferred ta thue De-
partment of Marine -and Fisheries, sa that
lie would have the expendlng of large amn-
aunts of money and would be able ta ln-
augurate a policy of his own. I would like
ta Inquire, Mr. Ohairman, what so greatly
a muses the hon. member for Landau (Mr.
Hyman). Has lie no interest In the business
of this Hlouse ? When wiIl lie lie able ta
give Information as ta the changes ta take
p>lace lu the department lie ls golng ta corne
into?

Mr. HYMAN. I do nat know why the
lion, gentleman (Mr. Sproule) should draw,
attention to me, Mr. Chairman.

Mr. SPROULE. Simply because 1 saw
the han, gentleman (Mr. Hyman) dalng that
for wbich lie of ten, as Chairman, calîs meni-
b)ers to order In the Railway Committee.

Mr. HYMAN. For smiling ?
Mr. SPROULE. No, for lnterrupting a

inember of this House when lie was speak-
ig. I was Inteiupted-

Mr. HYMAN. I beg to say, Mr. Chairman,
that I did nlot interrupt the han, gentleman
ln any possible way.

Some hon. MEMBERS. Talce it back.
Mr. SPROULE. I have nothin.e ta take

back. I want ta say what 1Iintended ta
say when I had only part of the sentence
ont. 1 was interrupted by an outburst of
mirth that cauld be nothIng but an intermup-
tion-there was no sense ln It.

Mr. HIYMAN. 1 infarm the hon, gentle-
man that it is the leader of the opposition
who le smiling.

Mr. SPROULE. A smile carmes with it no
noise, but the noisy laugliter from the ather
side-if I were ta quote Scripture, I miglit
characterize It, but 1 will refrain fram do-
ing sa. I say that we are nat only within

our riglits, but we would be doing less than
aur duty, If we do flot ask for this Informa-
tion and demaud au explanation fram the
govei-nment. What are gaing ta he the de-
partmnental changes they are going ta make?
What is going ta be the policy of the gavemu-
ment with respect ta the Department of
Marine and Fisheries, which bas been charg-
ed with the expenditure of the. money we are
asked ta vote to-night ? We have a riglit ta
know that befare we allo'w a dollar of this
muuey ta be voted. There la fia justifiable
reason for making any reflections upan the
opposition when they are only daing their
duty lu this Houe ta the people who sent
theni here. I think the gavemnment would
greatly facilitate progress of business If
they availed therneelves of the earliest op-
partunity ta give that Information ta the
Haouse.

Mr. CÂSGRAiN. I think at this stage It
wauld be lu order ta rend from 'what Ijinay
caîl au QcIal report of the speech mad ,e ln
Mantreal-by the han. the Minister of Marine
and Fisheries, on the occasion ta which I
have alludèd just uow. The speech was nat
made during the election campaign, It is
true, but a little whule previously, befare a
Liberal club ln the east eud*of Montreal.
This ls a verbatim report of the speech
which lie made.

An hon. MEMBER. Are you galug to
read it ail ?

Mr. CASGRAIN. I will If the han, gentle-
men opposite wish ta hear It

Mr. DOUGLAS. If It is -a gaod speech
read It all.

Mr. CASGRAIN. It wa.s a good speech,
Weil reported. I will begin by reading It ln
Freuchi. I call the attention ta this of my
hon. friend. from Essex (Mr. Cowan), wha
lias a great mauy French (3anadians in his
constituency, and he may understand him-
self the version which I amn gaing ta read.

An hon. MEMBER. From what paper are
you reading ?

M r. CASGRAIN. - rom ' La Patrie.'
Have hon. gentlemen any objection ta 'La
Patrie' now ? Do they think a verbatini
report of a. speech in 'La Patrie' is not a
correct repor-t ? I may say that the saniue
reports were published. in the 'La Presse,'
whlch I do not thInk hon, gentlemen will
repudiate. Here le whnt the Minister of
Marine and Fisheries said on that Import-
ant occasion, when lie was glving what lie
called the policy of the goverilment :
"REPARTITION DES TRAVAUX PUBLICS."
