That this House request that the Mînîster of Manpower and Immi-
gration appear before the Standing Committee on Labour, Manpower
and Immigration, to explaîn and reveal the reasons for the allocation of
funda for each constîtuency in 1972-73 under LIP.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. I have some reservations
about the subject matter of this motion in respect of ils
conformity with Standing Order 43; f îrst, because the
subject bas been raised previously on several occasions in
the House and there have been questions and answers
with regard to it. I cannot agree that an allusion 10 a
newspaper article puIs an element of immediacy or urgen-
cy upon something which bas been before the House on
several occasions in the past.

In addition, I can perhaps place before the House or
more stringent requirement in thal on Ibis day or on days
of Ibis sort bon. members mighî want to bear in mind that
it is somewbat surprising 10 me to see on an opposition
day or on an allotted day-although this is a special day
when ail parties in the House have agreed upon the sub-
ject malter of debate wbich is of some importance in this
House, that being conflict of interest-a motion presented
under the provisions of Standing Order 43 which would
frustrate this arrangement and perhaps switch the debate
t0 something else. Perbaps I arn putting an undue con-
struction on that, but il may be something that hon.
members might like 10 think about in the future.
