1. What are ail the reasons that a government pension was not given
ta Mr. Igor Gouzenko from 1946 up ta the time the gavernment of the
Right Honourable John G. Diefenbaker toak such action in 1962?

2. Ia the gavernment aware (s) that because of tbe special circum-
stances under which be must live, Mr. Gouzenko cannaI earn incarne
fram regular employment (b) that bis present pension incarne is
inadequate ta maintsin a decent standard of living and tbat as a result
of this he is indebted ta a bank in the amount of thirteen thousand
dollars (c) that the normal coat of living addition made ta bis pension
bas only been applicable for the past several years and is insufficient?

3. Has the government given seriaus canaideratian recently ta the
worda of the 1946 Report af the Royal Commission an the Gouzenko
case: "In aur opinion Gouzenko by what be bas done, bas rendered
great public service ta the people of Ibis country and tbereby bas
placed Canada in bis debt"?

4. Will the gavernment increase Mr. Gouzenko's pension by an
adequste amaunt?

Han. Warren Allmand (Salicitar General): 1. From 1946
ta 1962 Mr. Gouzenko was looked after entirely by the
Canadian Government. Since 1962 be has been the recipi-
ent cf a montbly stipend.

2. (a) Originally Mr. Gouzenko did live under special
circumatances and there waa fear for bis if e; however the
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security requirement has greatly diminished and there la
now no reason for Mr. Gouzenko flot to seek employment.
(b) Mr. Gouzenko's present pension incarne is approxi-
mately $1,050.00 per month, tax free, which was approved
by Treasury Board and is considered adequate. (c) The
normal cost of living increases have been granted during
the past several years and are in line with the average
industrial wage for the particular area of his residence.

3. The words of the 1946 Report of the Royal Commis-
sion were appropriate at the time and the Canadian Gov-
ernment bas provided adequate reward for his services.

4. Mr. Gouzenko's pension is reviewed annually and wîll
be reviewed again in 1975 bearing in mind the cost of
living and the average industrial wage increases for bis
particular area of residence.
