found. Evidence for his contention
that the steering gear of the Empress
had been broken ‘down, he claimed,
was to be had in the testimony of
Gallaway, the quartermaster, who had
withstood the unsparing use of the
lash fairly well, and the storles of the
crew of the Alden, who contended the
ghip -had- swerved, the quartermaster
swearing the helm had jammed on the
night of the disaster. He contended
the Empress’ witnesses had told a
story that was false.

Mr. Aspinall said that he could not
understand why Mr, Haight had in-
dicted Capt. Kendall, when, if it was
true that the steering gear had broken
down, he could not be blamed for the
collision and would have absolutely no
reason to commit perjury. He invited
the court to find against oneé or the
other boat, and not to blame both, and
he thought the Storstad was at fault.

Thought Both to Blame,

Mr, Newcombe said that probably
neither the officers of the Storstad nor
the Empress had intentionally lied.
He thought, however, that both were
to blame, the Storstad for having
ported her helm in a fog and the Em-
press for stopping when the naviga-
tion regulations only called for her to
slow up. He suggested that the rapid
foundering of the Empress was due
to the watertight doors not being clos-
ed, in e large measure, and he thought
it it was found that portholes had en-
abled water to reach the jinterior of
the ship, never again should it be pos-
sible for them to be a contributory
causge to a disaster.

AMERICAN MILLIONS
THROWN IN CANADA

They Are Taken There by
Farmers, Who Bring Wealth

and Farming Sense

WASHINGTON, June 27.—A good
many farmers have gone from the
Western and far Western States of
the United States into the Canadian
ncrthwest. Acpgording to United States
Consul F. C. Dillingham, stationed at
Winnipeg, about 413,000 f{mmigrants
arrived in Canada in 1913, of whom
147,000 were British, 116,000 Americans
and 180,000 were from continental
Europe.

During March, 1914, more than 5,800
experienced American farmers, all
well to do, came 4o western

to make their homes. They brought
$1,776,000 in cash and& $1,132,000 in
settlers’ effects. 28

While the total immigration to Can-
ada increased 23,000 In 1912 over 1912
the number cf immigrants from the
Urited States deereased nearly 25,000
in 1913, as compared with 1912,

Of $361,000,000 of new Canadian in-

The story .of, Robert's, misstep of
more than forty years ago.and of his
voluntary explanation was undreamed
of by his neighbors, who held him in
tuch eateem as to elect him mayor of
the town in which he lived. The pre-
sent generation ‘n Wellston beijeved
Miss Roberts to be his daughter by his
first marriage. Only a few of the older
residents remembered that she was a
foster child.

Evidenge of Good Heart.’

“I speak nothing to the disparage-
ment of Roberts in this case” said
Judge Dyer in delivering his decision.
“A man may &in and correct the
wrong; it is the evidence of a good
man that he tries to atone after he
has sinned.”
