But I must make an ex-

ception for prison doctors. They are, as

far as I came across tliem, and from wiiat

I saw of them in hospital and elsewhere,

brutal in manner, coarse in temperament,

and utterly indifferent to the health of

the prisoners or their comfort. If prison

doctors were prohibited from private prac-

tice they would be compelled to take some
interest in the health and sanitary con-

dition of the people under their charge.

1 have tried to indicate in my letter a few
of the reforms necessary to our English

prison system. They are simple, practi-

cal, and humane. They are, of course,

only a begirming. But it is time that a

beginning should be made, and it can

only be started by a strong pressure of

public opinion formularised in your power-

ful paper, and fostered by it.
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
