MISSION WORK IN NATAL.

Both Men and Women Have Bad Ha-
bits Difficult (o Overcome.

Miss Smith, who was under the Con-

i only man clever enough to seek Am-

gregational Board of Foreign Mis-

sions, has much that is interesting to
tell of the conditions in South Africa |
among the people with whom she was
associated for five years.

“I cannot say that 1 ever had any
real thrilling experience personally,”
she sald to a New York Tribune re
porter. “Natal is under British rule, |
you know, and their more barbarous !
customs have been - suppressed. 1
never, for instanceé, had a narrow es-|
cape from being served as the: chief
viand at a.cannibal orgy.

“The most impressive experience, 1|
think, was living in a native hut for
some days while on a mission tour. |
The huts are about 15 feet in diame- |
ter and lock somewhat like huge bas-
kets overturned. They are only about
eight feet high and the ‘doors’ are
mere orifices tnru wanich one is oblig- |
ed to creep on hands and knees. The
fire is built in the middle of the room,
and. as there is no outlet for the
smoke eXcept thru the low -opening
that serves as a door the atmosphere
is stifling. Chairs would be entirely
superfluous, if they had them, as the
only possibility of breathing is found
in sitting on the floor. Every wife!
has a.separate hut, and these huts|
and the cattle enclosure make the Zulu |
kraal. i

Polygamy an Obstacle.

“We find the institution of polygamy
one 'of the most serious obstacles to|
our work,” continued Miss Smith. “If|
the girls become Christians, they re- |
fuse to be polygamous wives, and the|
fathers object to having unmarried |
daughters on their hands, as ten head |
of cattle are generally paid to the fa-|
ther for a bride. They oppose our !
teaching the girls, therefore, in every
way, and those who come to the mis- |
sion schools often have to run away
from home. Of course, we cannot al-
ways keep them, as the parents come
in great rage and demand them, but
when we know that a girl is in danger
of being forced into marriage—well,
there are underground railways, you
know!

‘“When the 'girls leaye our schools
and g0 home to stay they frequently
have a very uncomfortable time, espe-
cially regarding their clothing. They
often are obliged to sleep in their
clothes to prevent their parents from
tearing or burning them. The fathers
know that the girls will be much more
likely to go back to their old ideas if
they have no civilized clothing. The
Zulug are as proud of their shiny,
well olled bodies as Americans are of
their clothes!

“Another of the obstacles that we
encounter is the drink habit. They
make a kind of beer that is highly in-
toxicating, and men and women alike
drink it. The girls and boys who leave
our schools have been taught total!
abstinence, but they are almost forc-|
ed back to their old ways after they!
go home. |

“The little ones are extremely bright |
and compare favorably with our own|
children, but after they become adults
they lose their mental quickness. By
the way, it is impossible to tell their
real ages, as they keep no account of
birthdays, not -even of the season of|
the year.

*“The development of character in|
the young people who come to us is
wonderful in many cases, and very
beautiful. Their own religion is the]
worship of ancestors, and they have|
some curious notions on that point.
They belleve, for instance, that their |
souls Hve in certain kinds of snakes, |

and never kill them. Spiders of spe- |
cial varieties. too, serve as habitations |
for their deceased relatives, and are|

e

ated with.equal respect. 'If a snake |

is seen near a hut the wizard of the|
neighborhood is called on for an ex-|
o) ation. He generally says that the
spirit 1s hungry, so a feast is spread,
and with a generous portion put out
for the snake,

““Another ot their superstitions is a|
firm belief in love potions. The girls

never use them, and, indeed, are ter-
ribly afraid of them, but the young|
men often resort to them. Sumetimvs‘[
the girls become insane thru fear when
they think they have been bewitched.
It is a form of hysteria, probably, but
almost impossible - to combat success-
fully. A young man of much intelli-

gence told. me in all seriousne&s that|
he was a good Christian and no long- |
er a worshipper of his ancestors, but|
he knew that love potions were a pow—l
erful enchantment.” |
Miss Smith expressed her surprise |
that in the highly civilized United
States polygamy should be spreading,

as she has been informed it is.
“It is one of the worst of evils,” she
said, ‘“and should not be allowed to
a day longer in a Christian coun-

EUROPEAN COURTS MAY BE JEALOUS

Think Disinterested Motives Not
Present in the Sending of

Prince Henry.

New York, Jan. 19.—The Sun's Lon-
don correspondent says: It is not
to be expected that Europe will credit
the German Emperor with any disin-
terested motives in sending Prince
Henry on his mission of good-will to
the United States. The courts and
diplomatists of other countries are now
simply making regretful acknowledg-
ments that amid the chorus of Euro-
pean jealous antagonism to the United
States Emperor Willlam has been the

erican’ friendship. Other continental
stalesmen are the more disgusted over
their own blindness because it is al-

ready evident how easily the Emperor
will obtain a warm-hearted response
to his advances seeking the far-reach-
ing political advantages which he be-

| eves are bound to accrue from per-
| sonal American

friendliness toward
him.
Proof of Genius,

It will do no harm perhaps if I quote
a representative opinion on the sub-
Ject. It is needless to say that it was
not given to me for publication. There-
fore I cannot indicate its source. But
it is an exasperated and outspoken ex-
pression of a man well acquainted with
the international situation. He says:

“When has the Emperor given a more
convincing proof of his -political
genius?  Look for a moment at his
grave international difficulties! The
Triple Alliance has lost its cohesion
and is threatened with dissolution. A
serious internal commercial crisis com-
pels among. other things a revision of
tariff, which is bound to offend all na-
tions trading with Germany. Neigh-
boring countries, under the instigation
of Russia, are planning reprisals which
would amount to a boycott. The whole
German people are indulging in expres-
sions of hatred of England, which con-
stitute the most dangerous internation-
al feud that Europe has known since
the eve of the Franco-German war.
The isolation of Germany seemed about
to become as complete as the isolation
of Great Britain. In the case of Ger-
many the isolation would amount to a
far greater peril.

“What does the Emperor do in this
emergency? First, he displays a vir-
tue which few believed that he poOSsess-
ed—the gift of silence. He holds him-
self entirely aloof from his people’s
passionate quarrel with England. Next,
in the most graceful manner possible,
he seeks to win the good-will of the
coeuntry which will be the chief suffer-
er in trade by his proposed tariff re-
vision. He does this also at the mo-
ment_ when his fleet is about to adopt
drastic measures against an offending
South American republic — measures
which unless justified in American eyes
might easily provoke a serious crisis in
German-American relations,

Greatest Statesman.

“Most remarkable of all is the won-
derful knowledge the Kaiser has shown
of the American character. None of
the rest of us suspected, unless it was
England, how susceptible the Ameri-
cans are to royval notice and to royal
flattery. We thought that France was
the only country which could be hum-
bugged at will by such methods. It
seems, according to reports cabled here
of the effect of the announcement of
Prince Henry’s visit on the American

‘peoplle, that nowhere will the conde-
i Scension of a crowned head win such

adulation as in a republic. But then
I must not forget that America has
only just entered the game as a full-
fledged world power and that this is
almost the first time that her popular
favor has been catered to at royal
hands. It is not surprising that she is
immensely flattered and disinclined to
examine the motives of the courtesies
shown her.

“I repeat, however, that the German
Emperor is again showing to the world
that he is the greatest statesman of the
present day.”

This cynical estimate of the situa-
tion will not be pleasant reading in
America at the present moment. It
need not be taken too seriously; but
it is well that American people should
kpmv in what cold blood European
diplomacy regards such an incident as
Prince Henry’s coming visit.

London, Jan. 19.—The Duke of
Abruzzi has definitely abandoned his

| project of further polar explorations for

| of Italy he will spend two years in a

voyage around the world on board an
Italian warship. The Duke will be in
American waters in the summer of
1903.

WANT TO BE BLACK ROD.

Position Worth $1350 and Residence
is Largely Sought After.

Ottawa, Jan. 19.—It was thought
when R. E. Kimber died last summer
that the office of Usher of the Black
Rod in the Senate would be abolished,
but it was not destined to be wiped
out. When this became known there
set in a keen competition for the posi-
tion, which is worth $1350 a year and
residence in the parliament building.
The rivalry between two officers of the
Senate became so lively that each fin-
ally offered to perform the duties of

Black Rod in addition to those of his '

present position without extra remun-
eration. These two are still in the
running. Two outsiders, Mr. D’Arcy
MacMahon, son of Chief Justice Mac-
Mahon, and Mr. Molyneux St. John,
formerly editor of The Winnipeg Free
Press, are also active applicants for
the position. Mr. St. John has the en-
ergetic backing of the Minister of the
Interior. The position will have to be
filled within the next two weeks, either
temporarily or permanently, for Black
Rod’'s most imposing functions are
those in connection with the opening of
parliament. It is he who issues the
much-coveted ‘“invitations’” to the floor
of the Senate on such occasions,. and
while these are in the main designated
by the official list of procedence, there
is still some latitude left for the ex-
ercise of Black Rod’'s individual pref-
erence and social judgment. The cards
or invitations are usually issued about
a week before parliament meets.
