Cataract’s most aftiènf sympathizers 
admit >82.60 is an exorbitant price for 
street lighting. St. Catharines has been 
paying the Cataract Company >72,60 a 
year for each arc Ught, but recently 
made a contract with another company 
at about half the price, and other muni­
cipalities are cutting down the cost of 
street lighting proportionately. s

Hamilton, however, is lagging behind.
It is In the grip of a monopoly which 
will exact full measure from the peo­
ple as long as the people permit the 
monopoly to exist.

Monopoly or Cheap Power.
To-morrow the property-owners will 

have the privilege of saying whether 
they prefer to pay monopolistic prices 
or branch out into the undertaking of 
lighting their own streets and pumping 
their own city water with power fur­
nished at cost price.

The figures as supplied by the engi­
neers of thè hydro-electric commission 
show a saving after six years of about 
>30,000 a year under the municipal plan.
During the first six years the cost of 
pumping will include paying for the 
pumps, and after that period the com­
mission's engineers say the yearly 
charge wijl be >13,583 compared with 
>26,718, the cost of Cataract power, or 
a yearly saving In favor of the hydro­
electric commission of >14,135.

For street lighting the lowest tender, 
that of the Cataract Power Company, 
was for >76 a lamp a year. The com­
mission will furnish the power at such 
a price that If the city puts in its own 
distribution plant the cost per lamp will 
be only >43.46 per lamp; making a 
saving on 500 lamps (the number re­
quired) of >15,770 a year. The total 
amount saved will therefore be:
