‘New Bridge Over Don.

Works Commissioner Harris sub-
mitted an estimate of the cost of re-
placing the Gerrard street bridge over
the Don with a modern structure 66
feet wide and elevated 16 feet above
the level of the present bridge. The
cost is estimated at $762,000, and if a
-temporary trestle is constructed to
carry the car traffic, pending the com-
pletion of the new bridge, $70,000
would have to be added, bringing the
total cost up to $832,000. Members of
the board expressed the view that it
would be an unnecessary waste of
money to build the trestle, and declar-
ed that the car traffic would have to
be diverted.

The bdard recommended approval of
the plans of subdivision east of Wood-~
bine avenue and south of the Kings-
ton road, owned by the Builders’ Land
Company, containing 63 lots. Minor
amendments were suggested by the
assessment commissioner.

City  Architect Price reported that
he was rushing the preparatioon of
the plans of the live stock arena and
would have them ready for submis-
sion to prospective tenderers about
the, first of October.

URGES REFORMS
IN POLICE COURTS

Judge Coatsworth Would Add
Dignity to Magistrates —
More Detention Facilities.

One of the most exhaustive reports
made in years upon police court ad-
ministration in ather countries and
particularly New York is that which
has just been issued by Judge
Coatsworth, who recently investigat-
cd police court administration sou.n-
of the line. The' report was given
out by the attorney-genera.'s depart-
ment yesterday afternoon.

Judge Coatsworth summarizes his
recommendations as follows: “1,
abolish the term “police coumt” and
substitute the term “magistrate’s
court,” giving added dignity to the
office of the presiding judge; 2, ap-
point magistrates from members of
the bar with not less than five years’
service; 3, provide a separate room
and office' for each magistrate, who
should sit every day except Sundays
and holidays; 4, have all preliminary
evidence taken in shorthand; 5, make
provision to establish district, do-
mestic and other recessary courts as
occasion may \lemand; 6, establish a
probation bursan with a 2ir:fuliy ‘se-
lected - head and staff of men and
women - for the use of the central
criminal court; 7, oprovide in this
connection for the medical examin-
ation of males anad females; 8, es-
tablish a psychopathic laboratory for
mental " tests. In this connection gect
a Toronto physician to investigate
the Chicago psychopdthic laboratory;
9, link the board of parole up with
such employment agencies and firms
as show an inclination to give pri-
soners a chance.to retrieve. their re-
putations; 10, before paroling prisia-
ers 'subject them to psychopathic
tests, securing favorable employment
based upon such tests;- 11, create
proper detention facilities. for first
offenders among girls and women. 'n
this connection thée juvenile court
building and detention home are loag
overdue. Vide Detroit detention
home built when that city was =oout
the size and population of Torento
tcday.

ALL DRUG ADDIC
0 BE ROUNDED UP

Announce Federal Order
~'Which Will Have Far-
Reaching ‘Effects.

Ottawa, Sept. 21. — (By Canadian
Press.)—By an order printed in a spe-
cial issue of The Canada Gazette to-
day, some very far-reaching regula-
tions atfecting the drug traffic in Can-
ada go into force immediately, Every
doctor and druggist within the Domin-
ion is to be circularized with a viaw
to rounding up .drug addicts, and
measures are to be adopted which wiil
make the .carrying on of illicit .drug
traffic practically impossible.

Reducing: the Drug €vil.

That the government health officials
are sincere in’ their éffort to clean up
the drug evil, and also that they are
enjoying nothing short of wonderful
success is. shown by some figures.given
out today. Compared with tne three
months ending June 80 last year, the
amount of cocaine imported into Canada
for the same period this year bas drop-
,ped from 2373 ounces to 605 ounces.
Cocaine has dwindled from  $12,384
worth to $5816 - worth. Morphine has
dropped from 11,098 ounces to 3978
ounges, dnd opium from 7931 pounds
to 992 pounds.

The round-up of drug addicts will
have to be carried out according to
policy, which will have to be decided
by the government. It may be that
the government will keep the inatter
entirely within federal limits or s:ck
the co-operation of the provinces. At
any rate, the department is circular-
izing every doctor, and will tabulate a
list of names and details of drug ad-
dicts when all replies have heen re-
ceived.

Letters received by the department
from other countries show that Can-
ada’s method of overcoming the ‘drug
evil is being copied in several in-
stances, ‘and some experts have gone
so far as to declare that the Canadian
system is more comprehensive,
more practical, and, indeed, more suc-

cessful than any other system yet de-
vised.
