IMMIGRATION TO THE U.S.

812,870 Aliens Entered the Republic
During Last Year.

Washington, D.C:, Dec. 4.~Immigra-
tion to the United States decreased
materially during the last fiscal year,
and it is o notable fact that the moral,
intellectual and physical qualifications
of the immigrants admitted ¢o the
country during the past year are high-
er than ever heretofore have been
c¢hronicled. These. are two salient fea-
tures of the annual report of Frank P.
Sergeant, commissioner-general of im-
migration, which was made publiec to-
day. ' The report says that during the
past fiscal year 812,870 aliens arrived in
the United States, 549,100 males and
265,770 females, an increase in the fe-
males over last year of 19,870 and a de-
crease in the males of 64,046. Of these,
109,150 were under 14 years. Nf the total
number, 168,903 could neither read nor
write. It appeared that 501,530 brought
less than $50 each. The total amount
of money shown to officers by these
812,870 was $20,904,383, or $4,776,870 more
than was brought by the 857,046 arrivals
of the last year- The English immi-
grants brought the most money per
capita. At the various seaports of the
United States 7994 aliens were exclud-
ed during the year; 4798 being paupers,
1660 diseased, 35 convicts, and 1501 con-
tract laborers.
