The in-
fluences which make for corruption
among aldermen and officials ars so
subtle in their business, political and
gocial ramifications that those who
have thought most dgeply and writ-
ten most intelligently on the subject
admit the extreme difficulty; of secur-
ing honest and eflicient city govern-
ment through the representative sys-
tem. There is no doubt an ultimate
remedy for these evils in the eleva~
tion of public moral sentiment. Like
people, like aldermen. That this is
not beyond hoping for is proved by
the enormous difference that today
exists betweem British and American
municipalities in this respect. Mean-
time, a8, except in Ottawa, we are
not looking to set that system aeide,
thought has been directed to finding
gome wayby which it may be im-
proved so as to give the electors more
complete control over their represen-
tatives. In Los Angeles they have
evolved a plan, to which the name
‘Recall Election’ has been given, and
succeeded in having it adopted as an
amendment to the city charter. It
provides that the holder of any elec-
tive position may be removed at any
time by the electors qualified to vote
for the successor of guch incumbent.

Whenever one-fourth of the qualified
voters file a petition with the city
clerk for the removal of any alder-
man, that officer is required to certi-
fy the fact to the council, which must
thereupont issue & call for a special
election to take place not less than
thirty nor more than forty days
thereafter. Unless the impugned offi-
cial specifically requests in writing
that his name be not printed, it must
be included on the official ballot with
those of other candidates.

The first “recall election’’ under the
new provision was held recently with
results quite satisfactory te those
who believe in keeping aldermen
closely under. popular control. An
alderman whose conduct and votes in
council had made him obnoxious to
his constituents was petitioned
against. A special election was held,
and, though the alderman was backed
by his party machine, he was defeat-
ed by a two-third vote. The effect
| on the council was immediately dis-
cernible in tha scrupulous care with
whi¢h aldermen attended to their
duties and safeguarded public inter-
ests in giving out contracts and in
| the management of the various
branches of the civic service. This
jnstance is held to prove the success
and advantage of the plan for getting
rid oi faithless, corrupt or incompe-
tent aldermen, and for increasing the
potency ol public opinion over the
administration. The moral effect of
it is obvious. With the possibility of
having his votes challenged at any
time and a petition filed for a recall
election. an alderman will be very
carefn! how he defies the public con-
ceic e e most brazen trust advo-

Franklin,
therefore, may be left out of our calcula-
tions, and we may be still more sure that
it is safa to do eo when if, is asceriained
that the United States maké no claim to
Heecate Straits.
