MISKE MAY GET
FIRST CHANCE AT DARCY

New York, Jan. ‘8.—John Reisler,
known as “John the Barber,” probably
las paved the.way for staging Les
Darcy’s first bout. His offer of $30,000
to the Australian to take on Billy Miske
or Charley Weinert looks so good to
Darcy that, on the advice of Tex Rick-
ard, he probably will accept it.

If Reisler has the cash and can produce
it there is little question that Darcy’s
name will be signed to articles of agree-
ment within a few days.
