While 
the outline of Smith in its entirety is per­
haps difficult of attainment, especially 
with relation to its immediate utilization 
as a plan of campaign, certainly if put 
into effect it would tend to decrease 
greatly the number of .new infections 
through the propagation from old cases-”

LESSENED CROP YIELDS

(Bradât reel’s.)
As pointed out in Bradstreet’s for some 

weeks past, weather conditions have 
made for deterioration in crop condi­
tions, already none of the best, and this 
view of possible crop outturn has been 
reinforced by the government report on 
cereal and other crops published 
August 8. This report unsparingly re­
duced the quantitative estimates 
spring wheat, which had suffered from 
rust and heat, further lowered the esti­
mates of winter wheat, already assumed 
to have been decided, and pointed to a 
wheat crop the smallest since 1912 and 
only slightly above that of 1911. It also 
reduced the quantitative estimates of 
corn, oats, barley, rye, white and sweet 
iptatoes, flax, apples and peaches. In 
fact, the sole bumper crop indicated is 
tobacco. About the only satisfaction 
that can be taken from the entire out­
look is that most crops are up to or near 
the five-year average, and that old sup­
plies of some of these crops will permit 
of us retaining some of the export trade 
which we have enjoyed since the war 
began in Europe. Higher prices for les­
sened yields will, no doubt, make up to 
producers for the smaller gifts of nature, 
but this rather negative blessing, f-om a 
consumer's standpoint, will have to be 
taken for what it is worth. From the 
Standpoint of the country’s foreign trade, 
of course, it needs to be remembered 
that the reduced volumes of export trade 
in food products is likely to be made up 
for by large takings of manufactured 
goods, which will, no doubt, be heavy 
as long as the war in Europe continues.
