Berlin, Oc¢t. 7.—Owing to the depre-
ciation of the mark, it is semi-offieially
announced, the surcharge on import
duties will be raised on Oct. 20 from 900,
to 1,900 per cent.

That news-
paper, which is the organ of Hugo
Stinnes, the financier, says that the
measure is the outcome of the removal
of economic sanctions and will bar
