In 1920 engineers came down
and made another tour of imspectiom,| *
and on returning to Ottawa reported
that the work in New Brunswick was
of the highest class with none superior
to it in all Canada. 'With such a tes-
timonial as that he could well 'afford to
smile as he listened to the criticisms of
hon. members opposite.

Federal Aid,

Although he did not wish to discuss
federal politics he was bbund to say
that the recent change at Ottawa had
been ‘a good thing for New Brunswick.

As
a result of their protest the standard
was eventually lowered. The work was
carried on under the control of the Ot-
tawa authorities and had to be approved
by them. When hop. members opposite
therefore claimed that the road work
was costing too much, he wanted them
to understand that it was being done
under the standard accepted by every
province of Canada. Personally he
wanted no credit, but wanited it known
that it was due to the faithful engineers
of his department that the standard laid
down for the work in New Brunswick
had been adopted as the standard for
the wholec dominion.
