PRUSSIAN POLICE

JUDGE LANDIS, NEW 51

Judge Landis has long been known-as
a baseball fan. He rarely misses a Chic-
ago game, and is a close student of its
finer points. When the Federal League
war broke out, it was before Judge Lan.l-
is that the invaders brought suit to de-
clare the National and American Leaguc
a trust. Judge Landis was not called
upon to hand down = decision, though it
is understood that had he done so he
would have been oblig=d to find in favor
of the Federalss W. O. McGeehan,
sporting editor of the New York Tri-
bune, says that Judge Landis did much
to save organized baseball by delaying
his decision. In the meantime there was
a compromise, and the action was with-
drawn. At that time Judge Landis came
into intimate touch with most of the
principal magnates, and is said to have
deeply impressed them by his knowledze
of both the game of baseball and its
politics. There was some talk then of
asking him to join the National Com-
mission, but when the trouble blew over,
the magnates wire satisfied to leave
things as they were,

The National Commission,

This was the cause of the trouble.
The game then was in the hands of a
National Commission, formed of the
president of the American d.eague, Mr.
Johnson; Mr, Heydler, the president of
the National League, and Garr Her-
mann, president of the Cincinnati Base-
ball Club. The commisgion was domin-
ated by Mr, Johnson through the chair-
man, for it was an open secret that Her-
mann never acted in opposition to John-
son. The latter received an annual sal-
ary of $30,000 and had an unlimited ex-
pense account as well as a long-time ¢oa-
tract. The meetings of the National
‘Commisison in the good old days were
hilarious affairs, and it used to be said
that the commission would never survive
prohibition. Still it might have survived
had there been no scandal, and if Charles
Comiskey had not quarreled with John-
son.

Comhkzy Breaks Away.

Comiskey, the owner of_the Chicago
American League team, had a bitter per-
sonal quarrel with the league president,
and Comiskey Is perhaps the most pop-
ular magnate in baseball, with the ex-
ception of Genial James, the local owner.
He found allies in Col. Ruppert and Col.
Huston, owners of the New York Club,
who were newcomers in baseball, and
who strongly disapproved of what they
termed the unbusinesslike attitude of
Johnson. They had a dispute with him
about the ownership ,of Carl Mayes, a
pitcher, and took the matter into court,
where they succeeded. Harry Frazee, of
the Boston Club, also a newcomer, was
another Insurgent, and Chicago, New
York and Boston were the chief money-
making teams in the Johnson circuit. The
other owners, however, remained loyal
and since there were five of them there
seemed little prospect of putting an end
to the Johnson regime.

. |Demand for Reform,

The came the baseball scandle, and
the demand. for baseball reform spread
from the three owners te the baseball
fans of the United States. The eight
owners in the National League demand-
ed that the old commission be done away
with and a new one, composed of men
not connected professionally with the
game, be appointed. This was called the
Lasker plan, in honor of the Chicage
lawyer who promu)gﬂted it. The sug-
gestion was opposed./by 'Johnson, hui
later on he seemed to approve it. In the
meantime the three insurgent Americar
League owners joined the eight Nationa!
League owners in demanding the aboli-
tion to form a new twelve—club leagu:
if Johnson did not yield. For some littlk
time it appeared certain that there woulc
be another baseball war; but the owner
got together, without elther lawyers o
league officials, and after talking mattcr
over decided that they would have a new
one-man commission. They offered th:
position to Judge Landis, and he¢
accepted.

COUNT ANDRASSY
ON DIPLOMACY

In October, 1518, when everything wus
“already lost, Count Julius Andrassy
mved into the Weiner Baliplaiz. where,
as Austro-Hungarian minister of foreign
affairs, it was his duty to try to bring
about a separate peace with the Entente.
Ullstein & Co. (Leipzig) have just pub-
lished his “Diplomacy and the World
War.” After luying down the thesis that
it is much easier to. determine which
state showed the best diplumacy during
the war than to fix the atmount of re-
sponsibility for the war that falls on eacu
state, Count Andrassy admits that the
Entente was quite superior to the Cen-
tral Powers in diplomatic tact. Com-
paring England with Germany in pre-
war days, he says: “There was just as
much military power behind King Ed-
ward as behind Emperor William, And
had King Edward been living in 1914 ke
would have taken just as decisive a part
in the question of war or peace as wus
taken by Emperor -William, with this
difference: King Edward always made
the impression of a tactful gentleman in
civilian clothes. Emperor William can-
not be conceived of except as the Su-
preme War Lord in full uniform.”

The Montreal charter commission has
decided to aprove of an amendment to
the charter under which the metropolis
is managed, calling for the employment
of the proportional representation sys-
tem in all municipal elections in the fu-
ture. The example of Montreal, our
largest centre of population and one
wherein are more political and racial
elements than in any other city in the
country, is one that will likely be fol-
lowed by other communities. The pro-
portional representation system is going
ahead on its merits and within a short
time should entirely supersede the pre-
sent unscientific and unsatisfactory plan
of electing public officials and so mak-
