ROYAL MAIDS HAVE NO WOOERS ' n. ‘y ^6’ Paris, June 12—Amid frantic applause 
by the members of the left and the ex­
treme left in the chamber of deputies 
today the ministry of Alexandre Felix 
Ribot, which was formed only yesterday 
to succeed that of Gaston Doumerguc, 
was defeated in a vote on its declaration 
of policy and then given a vote of lack 
of confidence. Premier Ribot and his 
ministers immediately picked up their 
portfolios and left the chamber to pre­
sent their resignations to President Poin­
care.

The division on the military service 
law showed a vote of 306 to 262 against 
it, and later a motion disapproving the 
cabinet, proposed by Deputies Albert 
Dalimier and Louis Jeon Fuegh, was 
adopted by a vote of 374 to 187.

Following the defeat of the govern­
ment it was rumored in the corridors of 
the chamber of deupties that M. Viviani 
would be asked again to try to form a 
new ministry.
