I have from the first acted in good 
faith with the city. I have acquired at 
a large cost the property at Sand Point 
necessary for a dry dock, with a large 
portion of land necessary for the remain­
ing parts of the work, and spent large 
sums in preparing plans and other pre­
liminary work, and I think it would be o. 
most unfair to now ask me to sign an 
agreement to begin and carry on the 
work, before we ascertain whether or 
not the additional aid will be granted 
and contrary to the understanding had 
with me by the common council as ex­
pressed in there memorial hereinbefore 
referred ta

Butin order to show that I am desir­
ous of meeting your honorable body in a 
fair spirit in accomplishing, as far and 
as speedily as possible, the completion of 
all these works, and being informed that 
there is a great desire on your part and 
on the part of the citizens generally to 
first have the wharf, warehouse, elevator 
and the deep water accommodation 
rather than the immediate construction 
of the dry dock, I am willing to allow 
that portion of the scheme that has ref­
erence to the dry dock to remain to be 
carried out after the other portions of the 
work are completed, and in order to 
accomplish this work and meet the 
more urgent present requests of your 
citizens, and without waiting for the 
legislature to again meet, I submit the 
following propositions, namely: —

To let one half of your proposed sub­
sidy of $10,000 per year for 20 years to 
stand for the dry dock and your honor­
able body to allow $5,000 the other half 
of the $10,000 for 20 years for the wharf 
and warehouse accomodation as and in 
the connexion proposed below, if in ad­
dition to this amount there can be se­
cured for this project from the dominion 
government and N. B. government a pro­
mise to favorably recommend to the local 
legislature and parliament the granting 
of $10,000 per year in all addition for 
years, I will without waiting for the legis­
lature to meet proceed with the work and 
complete the
shortest possible time, and pro­
vide all that portion of the wharf and 
warehouse accommodation as shpwn on 
the (L) plan already approved by you, 
and in addition I will dredge out the 
inner face of the wharf to a depth of 20 
feet so as to accommodate sailing and 
steamships ordinarily engaged in ocean

The old wooden engine house 
will be torn down and the new brick 
structure to be reared in its stead 
will present a very fine appearance.
The main building will be three 
stories high, and will have a large cellar.
The building will front 37} feet on Union 
street and runs back 45 feet. The front 
is of a handsome design, the first story 
has three double doorways over 9 feet 
wide with a single door on the west side.
There are large lights in each door,, and 
also over the door ways. The second 
story is lighted by three large double 
square mullion windows and one small­
er one, while the windows of the third 
story have half arch tops. The press­
ed brick front will be nicely set off with 
free stone trimmings, and a large tower

The first floor of the main building 
will be occupied by the apparatus includ- 
ing'the engine, hose cart, and salvage 
corps wagon. On the west side of the 
room stairs leads to a large hall on th^ 
second floor off which there will be two 
large sleeping rooms in the front 
of the building and a small cham­
ber and bathroom in the rear. In the 
front on the third floor will be two large 
assembly rooms for the firemen and 
salvage corps. The one on the east side 
will be 21 feet square, while that next 
it will be 15 feet front by 26 feet deep.
In the rear will be a large battery room 
in which the battery for the whole fire 
alarm, and next it a small room for re­
pair or work shop.
