BARONESS ‘GAVE

* Anglican Church in British Columbia |

Owes Gratitude to Famous
English Philanthropist.

New York, Jan. 2.—A.dispatch from
f.ondon says the Daily Mail quotes an
intimate friend of the late Baroness

Burdette-Coutts 'as’ sayimg ‘it

Willlam Lehman Ashmead Bartlett
Burdetts-Coutts ,who is a ‘son of the
late Ellis Bartley, of Plymouth, Mass.

Baroness Burdett-Coutts, who passed
away in London on Sunday,
garded as the world’s greatest woman
philanthropisty

Baroness Angela Georgina Burdett-
Coutts was born April 2ist, 1814, and
was the daughter of the late Sir Fran-
eis Burdett, Bart., M.P., son-in-law of
Thomas Coutts, son of the founder of
Couttd’ Bank, the richest private bank
in the world. She was the chief owner
of the bank, having inherited a large
interest in it when she was 23 years of
age. Since then her chief work in life
was judicious giving. In company with
Charles Dickens she visited the London
slums, and soon began to tear down
buildings that served as dens, replacing
them with model dwellings. She has
spent about $2,000,000 in housing
schemes for London’s poor.

Local Benefactions.

The Anglican church in British Co-
lumbia owes a debt of gratitude to the
late baroness. In 1859 she made pos-
sible the foundation of the diocese of
Columbia, By endowing it with the
munificent sym of £15,000. This diocese
embraced both the cololies of Vancou-
ver Island and British Columbia, but
was afterwards subdivided into three,
the diocese of CoMambia, Caledonia and
New Westminster. The baroness also
endowed two archdeaconries, one for
Vancouver Island and the other for the
Mainland. When the diocese was sub-
divided one archdeaconal fund was
transferred there. Its endowment came
from the gociety for the propagation of
the Gospel, the diocese of Columbia re-
taining the endowment of - Baréness
Burdett-Coutts. The diocesan* fund
now amounts to about $90,000 and the
archdeaconal one to about $30,000.

AUTHORITIES UNABLE 70
COPE WITH SITUATION

Famine in China is Worse Than at
Any Time During Past Ferty
Years.

Pekin, Jan. 1.—Owing. to excessive
raing and consequent .failure of the
crops, -the famine in the nerth of An-
hui prevince, in the edst of Honan'and
| in the whele north of ‘Kiangsa Isiworse
than ‘at any time during thg past forty
years.

It is estimated m.lt four million peo-
ple are starving. Tens of thousands are
utterly destitute and wandering over
the country. The danger is increased
by the activity of the secret societies,
as the wanderers are gladly joining
them in order to. obtain rice.

About 50,080 refugees have reached
the vicinity of Namking in a pitiable
condition. The authorities are unable
to cope with the situation.

Announcement of the latest donation
was contained in a letter from John D.
Rockefeller, jr., to Acting President

of the New Year’s gift is to go to tue per-
manent cndowment fund of the univer-
| #ity, -and for this purpose securities with

’\’lhr\ remainder of the gift,
teake up the year’s deficit,
| an increase in the salaries of instructors,
yand to- allow appropriations for various
purposes.

The $2,700,000 additional
brings this fund to $10,452,616.
