The
Act contains most satisfactory arrangements for tak- |
ing the vote, and provides for the prevention of cor-
rupt practices, and the preservation of the peace in
connection therewith ; 1t also prohibits the sale of
liquors during the day of voting. A majority of
the electors voting decides whether or not the law
shall be adopted in any City or County, and the de-
cision so reached is unalterable for a period of three
years. In the event of the law being adopted, a
petition of one-fourth of the electors and a vote of |
a majority of those voting, is necessary to secure its|
repeal. Where thought desirable to submit the Act, |
the 'vote must be taken at least one hundred and
fifty days before the expiration of the annual licen-
ses, at which time, if adopted, it comes into opera-
tion.

Such wholesale
trader can sell only in quantities not less than ten
gallons at any one time. He can sell only to the
licensed druggists or vendors mentioned before, and
to those who he has good. reason to believe will,
forthwith carry the liquors beyond the limits of the
County or City, and of any adjoining County or
City in which the actis in force.
