At this
point the distance is only nine miles,
whereas the route of the Stanley is 45
miles.

Caxada’s Bevereges.

An Ottawa despatch of Tueslay gives
some intere:ting elatisiios from the
aunual report of the Ioland Rivenue
report for 1896. It shows that less
spirits and tobacco, but more beer and
c'garettes than formerly were consumed
during the last fiscal year. The quantity
of spirits produced during the fiscal year
was 4,382,210 proof gallons, compared
with 2,605,787 w 1895. The quantity
warehoused was 4,597,000 gallons, agsinst
3,139,000 iu 1895. Tae average for four
years previous was 3,138,000. Duty was
collected last yoar upon 2,344,000 proof
gallons, The consumption per head of
spirits was .62, or sixty-two gallons for
every hondred sonls in the Dominion.,
This is the smallest consumption since
Confederation, the average in tweuty-
seven years beiug over one gallon per
head. 11895 it was .66 and 1894 it was
.74.> DI beer there was oconsumed 3.52
gallons, agaiost 8.47 in 1895 and 2.16 in
1870. - OFf wine the per capits consump-
tion was 2.12 compared with 2.16 in 1895
and 2.26 in 1894. The French treaty has
oot yet made Canadians any more pattial
to wine. The quautity of tobazco con-
sumed during the year was 9,633,000
pounds, or 340,000 pounds less than the
average of the past four years. Half a
million pounds of Canadian tobacco was
used in rhe factories. There are 1 500,-

Dominion. This would make the average
consumption of tubacco, snuff and cigar-
ottes made in Canade, a litile over six
pounds for each male adult, There were
108,290,000 cigars ‘consumed, against
106,131,000 in 1805 and an average of
110,192,000 for four years. Oigarettes
were manufactured to the extent of 77,-
664,000, against 54,493,000 in 1895 and
44,450,000 in 1894. 7' producse the four
millions odd gallons of proof spirits re-
quired 74,000,000 pounds of grain, of
which 57,000,000 was corn, 12,100,000
rye, 754,000 oats and 31,000 wheat.
