Congratulations to our labor cabinet 
minister and the gentle lady who Is his 
wife. They have just celebrated their 
silver wedding!

“John Bums has always been lucky,” 
was the comment of one of his oldest 
friends on that memorable morning, 
nearly a couple of years ago, when the 
public learned from its newspapers that 
John Bums, the boy who slaved in a 
candle factory as a child of ten, had 
become president of the local govern­
ment board and the first labor cabinet 
minister In this country. “But”—after 
a moment’s reflection—"the luckiest day 
in his life was when he married his 
wife.’’ The Right Hon. John Burns and 
Mrs. Burns celebrated their sliver wed- 
ding in the pleasant house near Clap- 
ham Common which is now their home.

There would seem to have been little 
time for romance in so strenuous a 
career as that of our labor minister, 
and yet the love story of John Burns 
and his wife is a real romance, and one 
with Clapham Common as its setting.

John Bums was only sixteen when 
he fell in love with Miss Charlotte Gale, 
the pretty, fair-haired daughter of a 
Battersea shipwright. Of course, mar­
riage was never even thought of, and, 
perhaps, in the eventful years that fol­
lowed when the future statesman sought 
his fortune as an engineer on the West 
Coast of Africa he forgot his little 
sweet heart at home.

But they were to meet again. John 
Burns came back to the old country, to 
take his place as a foremost speaker on 
the labor platform.

A SILENT ADMIRER.

lng she went about her homely house­
hold duties as usual, answering the in­
cessant rat-tat of the telegraph boys 
who brought the congratulations of the 
great, dusting the books that are the 
pride and Joy of her husband’s life, 
and preparing the mid-day meal for 
John Bums, junior, V'hen he came in 
hungry from school.

When invitations to at-homes, recep­
tions and dinner parties from people 
whom she did not know even by sight 
began to rain upon the new President 
of the Local Government Board and 
his wife they were courteously de­
clined.

The story is told—its truth is not 
vouched for—of one lady of more birth 
than br :edlng (whose invitation was 
not preceded by the conventional call) 
excusing herself by the explanation 
that “Battersea was such a long way 
from Bolgrave square.” A polite inti­
mation from Mr. Burns that the dis­
tance from Belgrave-square to Batter­
sea was quite as great as the distance 
from Battersea to Belgrave-square is 
said to have been the reply.

Except to her Battersea friends, and 
th-y are legion, Mrs. Burns was an un­
known quantity. Smart society would 
have liked to lionise her, but finding 
itself gently but firmly repulsed con­
cluded that she was, in their own pe­
culiar phraseology, "quite impossible.”

But the time came for the wife of 
the Labor Cabinet Minister to make 
her debut in the first drawing-room in 
the land. She made tier curtsey at 
Court just like the wife of any other 
Minister of the Crown.

The graceful figure, in its becoming 
grey gown that set off the simply 
coiffed fair hair and the blue eyes of 
their wearer, was a surprise for the 
people who had pictured the wife of 
a Labor leader as—well, as something 
very different from Mrs. Bums.

In the fi.st place she was pretty, and 
her manners were charming, and she 
had a gracious air of self-possession 
which sat well on the wife of a Cab­
inet Minister.

The one drawback to lobster fishing 
on Cashes bank, however, is that it 
lies directly in the path of the big 
steamers and there is usually much 
fog in the vicinity.

Captain Lowry said that during his 
short stay there he was fortunate 
enough to escape thick weather.

John G. Cox, of Boston, one of the 
best posted men in the lobster in­
dustry, said: "This inauguration of 
Deep-sea lobster fishing means more 
than any one can imagine. It means 
that the trade may be revolutionized, 
and that lobsters will now be fished 
for and caught out at sea instead of 
along shore as has always been the 
custom.’

Captain Lowry of th“ Atwood said 
that he had one hundred traps, that 
he had set them seventy miles from 
shore, pulled them eight times and 
caught 2.005 lobsters. He said that he 
would have caught more had this not 
been the shedding season, when the 
lobsters are in hiding.
