the city limits would appear to be
equally certain.  Some time since
Kane & McGrath asked the common
councll to approve of the old Calhoun
mill property as a siteé®for such an
establishment. In the event of this
not meeting with the approval of the
city government, Kane & McGrath in-

timated that they would be willing to
erect their place at the foot of Meck-
lenburg street, provided they could
obtain a lease of that property.

A sub-committee of the counecil
heard Kane & MoGrath the other day
and looked over the sites mentioned,
and also anothgr place to the north-
ward of the York Cotton Mill at Cour-
tenay Bay.

In the meantime other parties seem
equally anxious to provide St. John
with up-to-date abattoirs. Mr. Car-
ritte has had a proposition before the
slaughter house commissioners for
months. And now another syndicate,
of which J. H. Doody is a member,
talk of erecting an establishment.
_Alderman Bullock, McGoldrick and
Hamm of the "sub-committes hag a
conférence 'yesterday afternoon with
Chairman’ Reynolds and Drs, Christle
FEfd Daniel of the board of health. The
above mentioned board of health com-
missioners did not speak as members
of that board, because the question of
the erection of an abattoir has never
been brought before them in a proper
way. They, as citizens of St. John,
anxious to promote everything that
would be conducive to its good, gave
the aldermen to understand that they
were not willing to grant a permit to
any man or company. for the erection
of an abattoir within the city limits.

There was a lopg informal talk be-
tween' these gentlemen and the alder-
men. It was shown that great diffi-
culty would be experienced in themat-
ter of drainage if an establishment of
this description were erected on the
Calhoun property. The objection to
the Mecklenburg street site was al-
most unanimous, it being felt that it
would prove a great nuisance there.
Then it was stated that the manage-
ment of the York Cotton Mills objec-
ted to the establishment being located
’ﬂeur that place.

The city have to approve of the site
and the plans for the structure pro-
vided the abattoir is erected in the
city. The board of health have to give
& permit before the place can be built.

Reference was made by some of the
board of health men to the nuisance
which the slaughter houses in the
parishes had become. ?

Later on'the sub-committee met at
the City Hall and heard George W.
Jones, W. H. Thorne and J. M. Robin-
son of the directorate of the Cornwall
and York Cotton Mills, with regard to
the location of the abattoir to the
northward of the York Mill at Court-
enay Bay.

Mr. Jones claimed that it would be
detrimental to their property to have
such an establishment near it. The
ht'nrector.s were very much opposed  to
the carrying out of such a proposi-
tion. They had a valuable property
there and it would necessarily suffer
if such a place were located near it.
He was opposed to the erection of an
abattoir anywhere within the city 1im-
its.

Mr. Robinson asked if the city would
not ~have trouble in controlling the

“‘ablishment provided it were put
up. !

Ald. Bullock replied that the board
of health would have all to do with
that pari of it.

The cotton ' mill directors looked
over Kane & McGrath’s plans, and
then there followed a general discus-
sion, in which several of the gentle-
men pointed out that this concern pro-
posed to build only a killing house. It
would - be fitted with cooling rooms,
‘but no provision was made for re-
frigerators.

It was stated that one of the con-
cerns mentioned as willing to erect an
abattoir had an option on the property

Ald. Hamm remarked that from

ONLY TWO BEHEADED

For the Murder of Two British Mis-
‘sionaries in China Last August.

. LONDON, Oct. 24.—The China Inland Mis-
sion has received a report of the murders
of the two English missionaries, Bruce and
Lewis, in August last, at Chen-Chou-Fu, in
Honan province, from a missionary who in-
vestigated the crimes. The rioters posted
placards urging the destruction of the chapel
and the annihilation of the foreigners. Mr.
Bruce sent a remonstrance to  the local
magistrate, who proceeded to the mission
accompanied by troops, but te was too late.
| Mr. Bruce had been murdered when the ma-
gistrate arrived there. Mr. Lewis was start-
‘led by a rock crashing into his study and he
;escaped. 1o a- neighboring house, the occu-
~pants -of  which thrust him out, the mili-
tary force on duty at the Yamen slammed’
the door in his face and Mr. Lewis was
murdered” in the street.  Of thirty persons
arrested in connection with these erimres
only two were beheaded.

TARTE'S STATEMENT

MONTREAL, Oct. 23.—La Patrie to-
day contains two columns and a half
statement signed by Hon. J. 1. Tarte
concerning his resignation. He gays
that he leaves the cabinet without re-
gret or pain or bitterness against any-
body. For six years he had worked
night and day to advance the great
cause of the national means of trans-
portation.. He indicated what he has
done and intended doing. . Under this
head appears the following:

“At the present moment a powerful
dredge is under comstruction at Sorel
with the view of improving the ports
of the maritime provinces, St. John in
particular. The port of St. John is in
point of winter trafic the natural port
of Canada.” :

Continuing, he says that some have
reproached Laurier for the tone of the
letter he addressed to Tarte. He ex-~
plains that the prime minister is
fatigued, harrassed, ill. The undeni-
able harshness of some of his words
by no means changes Tarle’s personal
feeling toward him. He has grown
old enough, he says, to take the clir-
cumstances into consideration. TLau-
rier had no right to teil him he had
failed ‘in loyalty to his colleagues in
talking as he did on the fiscal ques-
tion. He did not organize a campadign
in Ontario, but 'went there only by in-
vitation. He had been represented
during the elections of 1990 as a man
disloyal to the sovereign. He had
seized every possible opportunity - to
dispel this prejudice, and is convinced
that if those who held the strings of
the political organization in Ontario in
1900 had not prevented him from going
to speak in’that province the results
of last electoral battle would not have
been the same in many counties.
Since then he has been in Ontario, and
he says: “It is possible that I over-
shadow somebody, that unintention-
ally I wounded some susceptibilities.”
He has been charged: for meddling
with things under control of other de-
partments than his own, and declares:
“From my seat in parliament I will
ask my colleagues to reply to me for
this malevolent attack.” -

He says he desired to retire, but re-
mained at the solicitation of personal
friends. The  constitutional pretext
which is the cause of his Tretirement is
nothing but a shallow argument. In
conclusion he states he believes his
views on the fiscal situation to be
those of a great majority of the people
of Canada and of the liberal party. It
is a policy of firm protection, without
amb¥guity, for our industries, our
agriculture and our working classes
that he will continue to defend with
his pen and his speeches from his seat
in parliament,

MONTREAL, Oct. 23.—Sir Wilfria
Laurier arrived here this morning and
all day has been occupied in receiving
prominent Montreal liberals. The last
man to be received was Mr. Prefon-
taine. Rumor now gives the public
works department to Sutherland and
makes Prefontaine minister of marine
and fisheries. @~ Whether this will be
carried out remains to be seen. Quebec
has so long possessed the minister of
public works that if it is given to an
Ontario man it will be the cause of
much dissatisfaction. It is argued, on
the other hand, that when the port-
folio of justice was given to Fitzpat-
rick, Ontario was robbed of a port-
folio and that the gift of the public
works is only a just compensation for
this loss. Laurier leaves tomorrow for
Quebec, and after spending a couple of
days there will go to Arthabaskaville
for a few days. It is not lkely- that
anything will be' done until the pre-
mier returns to Ottawa.

FORCED LAURIER TO DISMISS
TARTE.

OTTAWA, Oct. -23.—Matters are
quiet in political circles. Laurier, ac-
companied by Lady Laurier, left this
morning for Montreal and will tomor-
Tow go on to Quebec, after he has set-
tled between the conflicting elements
as to Tarte’s successor in the cabinet.
Should the prime minister get through
his delicate task by Saturday he may
spend a week at Arthabaskaville, The
premier’s brother, Charlemgne Lau-
rier, went with him to Montreal.
Meantime Sutherland is acting minis-
ter of public works. There iz talk of
his keeping the portfolio permanently
and turning over the marine and fish-
eries department to the successor of
Tarte. On the other hand some think
that Mr. Brodeur is sure of the publie
works portfolio, and that Prefontaine
will be a successor of the speaker.
