Know if Loved Ones Are

\Three Belgians, John Magals, Juh Catla and Féelex Venoye
Left This Morning on Steamer Vera B. Collins—Don't

Alive—Tell of Thrilling Expe-

riences and Hardships During War.

“I jeft Belginm 42 months ago, seek.
ing help for my wife and six children.
Since I left Antwerp I have not heard
from my family and I know not wheth.
er they live or are dead. I am going
back now to find out.”

That is, the simple statement of
John Magals, formerly of Antwerp,
in the peaceful days, now second engi-
neer on the steamer Vera B. Collins,
which has been bought from the for-
mer Yarmouth owners by the Belgian
government and which left for France
at two o'clock this morning.

Magals was working outside his
home ¢ity of Antwerp when war was
declared and by the time he got back:
hostilities had been on for three
weeks, He was 43 years old, ineli-
gible for service, but two of his sons
had joined the colors and he was left
to protect his wife and four small chil-
dren. When he returned Liege had
fallen and the Huns were marching
on to Antwerp. With other inhabi-
tants Magals and his family sought
gecurity in the cellars, with the roar
of battle all around and the Boche ad-
vancing every day. Fimally the city
fell and with the entrance of the Ger-
mans began the massacre of the civil-
\izm population.. Magals madé repedt-
ed attempts to break through but was
unsuccessful and with no money and
no food was forced with his family to
submit to the sympathy of the Ger-
man invaders. His family of six, un-
der German regime, was fed a ration
of one plate of soup a day, three
loaves of bread a week, 200 grams of
bacon, 300 grams of lard and two
pounds of rice every month——this was
the total allowance for s:x people. Af-
ter repeated attempts Magals and sev-
eral other men escaped- by climbing
along a dynamo cable yrom the camp
they were in, using rubber from bi-
cycles to protect their hands. They
reached the Holland frontier and werae
there placed in a detention camp, from
which they finally escaped and landed
in London, where Magals spent six
Later he returned to Rotter-
dam where he learned that his older
son had had his right arm cut off by
the Germans and the other fighting
son was a prisoner. He tried to meet
his son and also attempted to get
word to his family, but was unsuccess-
ful

With no work in sght in Holland
and unable to return to hisyeountry
Magals joined the crew o® one of the
Belgian relief ship ling from Rot-
terdam to New York. His second ves-
sel was the Countess * of Flanders
which was sunk by a submarine in the
English Channel early in 1916, Ma-

1s losing all his clothes and practic.

y everything he possessed, escap-
ing luckily with his life. He was pick-
ed up by a Norwegian liner and re-
turning to Holland w taken on again
by his former empl rs and up té the
last ten days w continuously em-
ployed on relief ship duty He has
written, cabled, and sent money to
his family in Belgium, but has never|
received a reply. He is going back on
the Vera B. Collins to his country for
the first time in 42 months, to the
ruins of what was once his peaceful
home, and to what may be left of his
family.

Another member of the crew is
Jules Catala, 1st officer, formerly of
Brussels Catala, on the invasion of
Belgium hastened to Antwerp and
joined the infantry corps, taking part
in the open warfare at Dixmude and
the battle of the Yser. Later on the
Belgian retreat, he fought alongside
the Pritish regulars in the trenches.
The trench he was asigned to had
the dead bodies of his comrades for a
foundation, with rough earth for a
covering, and it was a common sight
to see the trench rats' running all
over the place with human bones in
their mouths. The trench was only|
10 metres (about 131 yards) from the
German front line, and had suffered
80 many casualties that it wag called
the Trench of the Dead. Here they
were often visited by Albert, King of
the Belgians, and on one day the
Queen accompanied him. Catala was
never wounded, but, being a master
mariner, he was transferred by his
government to the mercantile marine,
and in April of last year left for Rot-
terdam where he joined the Belgian
relief ship service running between
the Dutch port and New York. This
line, which ig controlled by the Deppe
interests, is the agents for the Vera
B. Collins, which used to run as a
freighter between Boston and Yar-
mouth points. Catala and his com-
rades wil] take the vessel over under
her own steam and ghe will be placed
in coastal gervice.

Speaking of his experfence in the
Belgian army, Catala said is was not
an uncommon thing to see the men
fighting in bare feet,”sore with hardly
any clothing, even in the winter.
“After the Battle of the Yser,” he
said, “we had to rely upon the Allies
for everything, boots, clothing, food
and all supplies—we were cleaned out
of everything™

He said the Belglans are proud
they have been prisoners, proud that
they have suffered for their country;
that in his county today a person wh{;
has not suffered is looked upon as a
friend of the enemy. He, himgelf, has
& mother, brother and sistér in his
native land, and llke Magals does not
know if they are living or not, but he
is going home to see.

Felix Venoye, of Antwerp, Is chief
engineer on board the vessel. He
Jjolned up in December 11th, 1914, in
a Belgian fleld artillery unit’ and
fought at Louvain, Liege and Aer-
schot, reaching the latter town short-
ly after the burgomeister was mur-
dered. He tells a horrifying story of
the fighting at Louvain and of the re-
treat from Antwerp, when he wag bad-
ly wounded by shrapnel in the right
foot and walst. The wounded had no
conveyance but had to shift as best
they could, those who were able hob-
bling along the road and the serious-
1y wounded being helped along by
those who were casualties themselves.
The wounded soldiers and refugees
were only one quarter of a mile ahead
of the advancing hordsa of Huns, and
all of them unable to fight, were mow-

l§

ed down steadily by the pursuing

Bosches. Among the retreating Bel-
gians were three men who had serv-
ed in the army; they were badly
wounded, urfarmeqd and Aressed in civi-
lian clothes, They were recognized
by some former German residents
who were in the advancing army, and
without inquiry or court martial were
shot down in the road in which they
stood. Venoye and a companion bur-
ied them.

Eventually he arrived at Stekene,
about 20 minutes walk from the Dutch
frontier, where he spent three weeks
befora crossing the line. Reaching
Holland he was interned at Rozendaal
and given medical attention. He was
in the camp when the Allied prisoners
rebelled against the food and treat-
ment received, eleven being shot be-
fore the riot was quelled, but after-
wards better treatment was given the
prisoners.

A favorable opportunity presenting
itself Venoye and several comrades
fled to England where they gave them-
selves up to the military authorities.
He Wwas discharged anq later joined
the Belgian relief service in the ca-
pacity of engineer, first class, He,
too, is going home to find what re-
mains of a home and a family from
which he has not heard for several
years.

REV. R. J. COUGHLAN
DIED LAST NIGHT

Was Beloved Pastor of Church
in Johnville—Was Victim
of Lengthy Illness—Funeral
Thursday Morning.

Hosts of staunch friends learned
with the deepest regret of the death
of the Rev. R. J. Coughlan, which oc-
curred in the St. John Infirmary about
ten o'clock last night after a lengthy
illness. The deceased was forty-two
years of age, a son of the late Rich-
rd Coughlan, and besides a sorrowing
mother, who resides at No. 3 Exmouth
street, he leaves to mourn two sisters,
Misses Gertrude and Hannah, at
home, also two brothers, Rev. H. L.
Coughlan of St. Martins, and Thomas
. Coughlan, city mursnal, 118 Water-
loo street.

Taken away in the prime of life the
loss of Father Coughlan will remove
a clergyman who. was beloved by all
who had the pleasure of his acquain-
tance. He was first educated in the
St. John public schools, and then went
to St. Joseph's University, and later
graduated from the Grand Seminary
in Quebec., He was ordained to the
priesthood seventeen years ago by
Archbishop Casey, after which he was
attached to the Cathedral staff in this
city for four years, and was then ap-
pointed parish priest at Johnville,
Carleton County, where he has endear-
ed himself to his parishioners during
the past thirteen years. As the result
of his labors a fine new church and
rectory have been finished in the par-
fsh,

Unfortunately some months ago
Rev. Father Coughlan was taken ill,
and he went to the Carney Hospital in
Boston for tredtiment, later he enter-
ed the Royal Victoria Hospital in
Montreal, and nine weeks ago came to
St. John and entered the St. John In-
firmary, and although the very best of
attention was given him he succumb-
ed.

The funeral will take place from the |
Cathedral on Thursday morning at
8.30 o'clock after solemn pontifical
mass.

Later when the menace lightened
around the British coast, Commander
Smith was sent to patrol the French
sea board, and to place mine nets
alcng the danger zones. For his re-
markable success in this work, and
the bravery and skill disploged, the
¥rench republic decorated him with
the Croix de Guerre. i

During the month of August last
year, when the submarine scare was
rife along the Atlantic sea board, Com
mander Smith was ordered to New-
foundland, where he established a
tiine base and a submarine fighting
patrol, to. which is probably due tha
comparative immunity from the sub-
marine peril which the coast enjoyed
last summer.

The purpnge for the present visit is
partially to zee his family and friends
in England again, and also to visit
London, where he will be again re-
warded for his war time services by
the decoraifon of the Distinguished
Service Order, which the King him-
self will confer.
