SPEAKING TO A SOVEREIGN.

Form of Salutation Depends o. the Station
of the Speaker.

The dimple title “Magam —reduced in
practice to “Ma'am”—is, as most people
know, ail that serves, beiween Queen
Vidtor'a and the court, to mark the for-
mer's dignity as the ruler of a world-
wide emipire, says the Laqndon' Mail. Had
Britain a king, he would be no more than
“Sire,” the old Fremch, form of “Sir,”
red to rcyalty. With us the term
Your Majesty” is only for servants and
ceremonial occasions.

Not every one is aware, however, that
there are few otlher courts where this un-
whiolesome simplcity prevails. The Bm-
peror of Germany is “Majostat”—there is
no proncun in the title—to all and sun-
dry, even to his fimily; except when in
cbsolute privacy. The Emperor of Aus-
tria is “Kurer Maje<.at,” at all times and
under all cdircumstances; the king of
Greece is “Votre Majeste”—French be-
ing the court lanzuage, and our recent
visitor, the king of Sweden, is “Ers Ma-
jestnt.” ‘Their royal consorts are address-
ed wllh the same formality.

“Only at the courts of Belgium and
Italy may the sovereign be .grected as
“Sire” _or “Madame,” thcugh the eti-
quetite of the Russian court permits it
when the French language is being used.
When Russian is beinz spcken, Nicholas
IL., is to his courtiers and officials “Czar”
—employed, like the Prussian “Mujestat,”
whithout a pronoun. To the Fips of a Rus-
sian peasaplt face to face with his sove-
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reign, :he timethonored “Little Father,” .

or “Little Mother,” would :prng, as
would “Excellenza” tio those of an Ital-
ian—that melodious southern tongue hav-
ing no cther equivalent for “Majesty.”

It should be noted, in passing, that not
ceven their mest privileged courtiers may
speak to a monarch unless they are spoken
to. This piece of etiquette dces not work
out quite so stiffly as might be expected;
once embarked on a conversation, remarks
and opinions may be offered with a due
amount of tact. DBut only the sovereign
can draw this or that courtier into his
immedia'te circle or otherwise set the
conversaldonal ball roll'ng. Also, if the
person, when spoken to, be not seated, as,
for inslance, at dinner, it is his duty to
bow, or if a lady is the favored one, to
coutlesy. An officer in uniform does not
bow, or, for the matter of that, salute
either; instead he straightens up like the
proverb’al ramrod.
