A Newtoundland View of the
Union of the Colomes.

The 8t. John's Express, Government or-
gan, has beeco discussing the question of
the union of the Colonies, and in 8 leader
thus discourses upon its advan :—“Al-
though there are many difficulties in the
way of incorporation and union uader one
Government and Legislature, still we can
see its advantages. Give us frec aceess to
the markets of all British North Ameries,
and we might commence the maoufacture of
several articles which would give full em-
ployment for all the winter to all the fisher-
wen who might be willing to work. Let us,
for instance, import leather free from Cana-
ds, New Brunswick and Nova Beotia, and
scod boots and shoes, duty free, to these
countries, and with an industrious populs-
tion engaged in the fisheries for about half
the year, and a large portion of them boot
and shoe making for the other balf, our ex-

ulation might engage in some other manu-
facture ; so that our people would no longer
be dependent on the earving of 8 few months
for support during the whole year. An in-
corporating uuion would, of oourse, render
necessary the establishment of District Coun-
cils such as those in Canada, for eduecation,
roads, and cther matters ; bat to an efficient
vigorous government, and sound praetiesl
legislation, let us by all means avoid havieg
Central and Provincial Goveroments and
Legislatures."”

The suocess of the movewent for the coo-
foderation of the British North Amecrican
eolonies is one that bas so far been wost
gratifying. In Canada the proposition has
been aceepted by both political parties, the
only opposition coming from the discomfit-
ted Rouges of Lower Canada. The Minis-
try, however, is more strongly supported in
its effort to bring about a change. Ia the
Lower Provinces the public sentiment was
apparently not so unanimous as in Canada:
but then the harmony which their leading
men have shown in sceepting the larger
weasures of confederation instead of the
lesser ope of a legislative upion among
themselves, proves that the proposal has
becn duly weighed by the statesmen of the
maritime colonies, and we may expect their
influence to be exerted in making the propo-
sition morc decidedly popular.  Bo far as

This paper was printed by
Christopher Barker, the Queen’s printer,
and the first namber was dated July 234,
1588.

We are now on one, and perhaps one of
the veryjbest, Apatite or Phosphate of Lime
lote. Mr. Ryan knows well where the indi-
cations are to be found, and with hammer
in hand he goes with us to see them. The
deposit appears on the surface of the ground
in the form of a vein in the granite rock.
It is accompanied by a soft micaceous roek.
The mica which accompanies the apatite is
sometimes found in large masses, but is, un-
fortunately for commercial purposes, black.
Three blasts were put in a vein, which is
well defined, where it appearad on the top of
a hill, some three or four inches broad on
the surface. A very oconsiderable quantity
of the apatite was thrown up, and the vein

appeared on the surface, namely, a couple of
feet. We traced this vein along the sur-
face for a distance of a quarter of a mile.
It dips and then crope out again. Its gene-
ral direction is parallel with this; and I
bave no doubt there were more. In fact,
there cannot be a question that the quanti-
ty of the mineral on his lot is immense. It
can be got out for about the same costas
quarrying stones, and probably in many
cases much less, for the apatite itselfis very
friable as is the micaceous rock accompany-
ing it.

The great abundance 01 phosphate of

The answers
to all these questions are yet uncertain.
Nothing positive of what can be dene is
known. I do mot thisk the operations of
the Americsn Company this season wili
form any criterion. The price they have
paid for their lot seems to be exoessive ;
and they will require to move a great many
tons of the mineral to pay their working ex-
penses and capital sunk. But it is certain
that if it is highly desirable that merely
wild speculation of the Eastern Townships
copper mine stamp should not prevail, it is
