than theological," said Rev. T. S. Roy 
of Talbot Street Baptist Church, in 
reference to the reasons given by Rev. 
Dr. L. S. Hughson for resigning the 
Baptist pastorate at Stratford and join­
ing the Presbyterians.

"The Baptist form of church gov­
ernment is what is known as congrega­
tional," said Mr. Roy, "and this is the 
form of government which has been 
adopted by the Congregationalists, the 
Disciples, the Universalists and the 
Unitarians. We have always considered 
that our church is essentially demo­
cratic, and that is why I am surprised 
that Dr. Hughson should assume such 
an attitude.

"The Presbyterian Church is governed 
by its kirk sessions, its presbyteries and 
its general assembles, and the Roman 
Catholic and the Anglican churches have 
the episcopal form of government, but 
the Baptist, like the other congrega­
tional bodies, believe in the utmost 
freedom being extended. For example, 
each congregation is an independent 
unit so far as matters of local admin­
istration are concerned."

In regard to Dr. Hughson's statement 
that Baptists are too exclusive in the 
matter of admitting to communion, and
