Re-elected
at g.e., 1878, and by acclamation at g.e.. 1882. Re-elected
at last ge.

‘Davies, Louis Hexry, Q. C. (Queen’s, P.E.1)

S. of Hon. Benjamin Davies, M.P.P., and grands. of
Nathan Davies, Esq., who came to P.E.I. about 1812. B.
in Charlottetown, P.E.I.. 4 May, 1845. Ed. at the Central
Academy and Prince of Wales Coll. | M., at St. Eleanors,
P.E.IL., July, 1872, Susan, fourth dau. of the late Dr. A. V.
G. Wiggins. Called to the Bar, P.E.1., 1866, and aﬁptd.
a Q.C., 26 Nov., 1880. Is Presdt. of the Merchant’s Bank
of P.EI. Was counsel for the tenantry before the P.E.I.
Land Commission, presided over by the Right Hon. H. C,
Childers, and was one of the Canadian counsel before the
International Fishery Commission at Halifax, 1877. Was
Solicitor Genl., 1869, and again in 1872-73. Was leader
of the Opposition in the Leg. Assem., until Sept., 1876, he
became Premier and Attorney-Genl. His Administration
resigned March, 1879. Sat in Leg. Assem. P.E.IL., from
Nov., 1872, until g.e., 1879, when he was defeated. First
returned to Commons at g.e., 1882, and re-elected at last
ge. A Liberal.-—Riverside, Charlottetoun, P.E.I.

DaviN, NicaoLas Froon. (Assiniboia, West, N.W.T.)

Descended fgom an Irish family settled in Tipperary
for some generations. B. at Kilfinane, 13 Jan., 1843. Ed.
at the Common Sch. ; by private tuition ; at a Coll. affili-
ated to London Univ., and afterwards at Queen’s, Coll.,
Cork. Called to the English Bar by the Hon. Soc. of the
Middle Temple, Hilary Term, 1868. Is a journalist. Was
war correspondent for a London journal during the
Franco-German War, and was wounded at the seige of
Montinedy. Was sent by the Canadian Govt. to Wash-
ington, U.8,, 1879, to inquire into the system of manage-
ment of Indian Industrial Schools. Was Secy. to the
Royal Commission respecting the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way, 1880-81, and Secy. to the Commission appted.in 1884
