With the picture now complete it is evident 
that while Canada was very properly pressing 
tor her place in the diplomatic sun she was in 
point of fact raising an iSsue that threatened, 
to wreck the inter-allied conference before'it 
began. Such a peril shows the necessity of 
finding some means of preventing its recur­
rence. That will be the task of the Imperial 
conference to be held in London before the end 
of the year.
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WHAT OUR DEMAND MEANT
>» Two outstanding facts emerge from tie de- > 
liate lu the British House of Commons on the ^ 
subject of Dominion representation in interna- , 
tional conferences:—

One was the unqualified desire of the House 
bf Commons as expressed in the utterances of 
Conservatives, Liberals and Laborltes to concur 
In the aspirations of the,Dominions whatever
those aspirations may be.

The other was the peculiarly difficult diplo­
matic task created for the British government 
by Canada’s demand for representation at the 
'|nter-allied conference.

Of the latter we have a vivid revelation in 
Mis remarks Of Hon. J. H. Thomas, Secretary of 
ptate for the Colonies. He said:

"Anybody with a knowledge of European

Italy, Belgium and the group comprising the 
Serbs, Croats affd Slovenes had each three 
representatives

Germany, Greece, Canada, Australia, South 
_Afrlca, India, Siam, Hedjaz, Poland, Portugal, 
'Roumanie, and thé Czecho slovak republic, had 
each two.
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
