Canadian Wheat Crop Will
be Record One

SUPPORT BOURASSA

London Paper Says Nationalist Policy
Is Perhaps Best Thing for Empire
—Relief for Fire Sufferers.

On his return to Winnipeg from a

rip through the wheat country, Mr.
George Bury, of the C. P. R., stated
that from close observation and in-

juiry from the company's agents, and
he many farmers he came in contact
with, he has no hesitation in saying
that, taking the country as a whole,
the crop is making excelent progress
ind, with average weather conditions,
the largest amount of grain ever har-
vested is in sight.

Henri Bourassa is the subjeot of a
‘wo-column article appearing in (he
London Daily News, in which ‘his pol-
icy in relation to the future of Canada
5 discussed. The writer deals with
the delicac of the Imperial position
n Canada owing to the American cos-
mopolitan elements, and concludes:

“In the long run probably the Na-
fonalist policy of Mr. Bourasdsa will
be more effective in keeping the RBrit-
ish flag flving in Canada than the im-
perialist policy of Sir Robert Bor-
den, which, if carried into effect would
lcave both the French in the east and
the Americans in the west in revolt
1gainst the intrusion of English in-
‘erest in Canadian affairs. We do not
hold Canada by superior force, or even
by sentimient, but because the arrange-
ment suits Canada. There is no rea-
son why a British frigate should go
down if the British Admiralty  will
avoid a repetition of recent follies.”

Relief for the fire sufferers poured
into Salem yesterday in unstinted
measure. The great loss has fallen
upon the factory employes, chiefly
French-Canadians and Polanders.
They comprise a majority of the ten
thousand who §re homeless, and they
hive lost not only their homes "and
personal belongings, but their employ~
ment.

Maple Grove Owner Taught How to
Make it Yield Profit,

The Canadian indugtyy of Canada
lost one of its eagioat and quickest
forms of profit when maple sygar mak-
ing began to decline and ag the aver-
age is now only about twenty million
pounds a year, the Government have
decided to take the industry under
their protection. Three schools have
been established for ‘the teaching of
modern methods of maple farming, anc
an educational campaign both to the
retailers and the housewife has been
undertaken at the request of Hon. J
E. Caron, Provincial Minister of Agri-
culture, Further, the Government
have passed a bill which will become
law in January forbidding the use of
the word maple on any goods which are
not entirely pure. The dealers in pure
maple goods now state they are able
to compete in price with the adulterat-
éd article, and. with - the protectjon
which the new bill will give the farmer,
it is estimated that four or five mil-
lion dollars a ‘year additional income
can be secured for Canada, if the in-
dustry can be beaten back to its former
position. During the last ten years
the output has continued to drop stead-
ily and the chief loss is to the province
of Quebec which is infinitely the larg-
est producer.

The actual profits on maple sugar,
according to a . United States farmer
who had a bush of 3,000 trees, was the
difference between $268.55, which he
pald and $492:30, which was his re-
turn.

in the field.  As soon as the crows se:
it they call a mass meeting and cav
fietcely against the cruelty of farmers.
After they have scolded until they are
tired and hungry they go away from
that fleld of death angd light in the field
of some neighbor who uses ordinary
scarecrows. This involves a nice
question of morals which I leave to
more subtle brains and more tender
onsciences. If scaring the crows from
my field sends them to pillage the field
)f a neighbor am I to blame. for th
damage they do? This is a point t
»e thought out in the long winter even-
ings. At this busy time I simply real
ized the need of scaring the crows fron
my own field, and taking the rifle
wandered sway to the woods.

It was a beautiful, lazy, summer af-
ternoon with thunder in the air, and
{ was gad that crow-hunting is abou!
“he most leisurely occupation known tc
man. If you stir around the watchfu
crows will see you and keep out of
tange, but if you hide in a good placc
and keep perfectly still a crow may
light in some stag-topped tree and wait
oug enough for you to get a shot at
bim. The wobdlot is a marrow strip
not too dense, and when hiding in ths
middie of it T would have almost ever
tree within range. I could hear youmny
c¢rows cawing and squawking in onc
corner of the pateh, and knew it mighi
be possible to sneak up on_ them but
that meant an amount of exertion tha
neither suited the day nor my mood
Selecting a cradle knoll under a shad;
tree wherz I had a good view of the
woods, I made myscif comfortabe, anc
hegan to wait. A kildeer began to scream
apd flap around and that called my'at-
tention to the watering pond beside
me. It is a hollow scooped out of the
carth with a quickéand bottom that
gives an unfailing Bupply of fresh ‘colc
water.. There were 'lily pads on the
edge and a couple of dragon flies were
flashing back. and forth over the 'sur-
face. On a muddy spot at the fa

side there was a cluster of yellow eab
bage bufter-flies and here and there 1
cculd sece the staring eyes of 2 frog
Thé time, the place, and the materiak
were all at hand for a Nature study
and.1 could think of no better way o)
passing the time. Rousing myself t
abserve the life about me | was de.

Of course the mud-turtle didn’t havi
any hair, but otherwise the quotatior

I do not think I have ever sec n a
comprekensive v on the turtle, al-
though there enough scattered infor
mation to make a book. Since the ear-
liest times turtle ©ggs have been the
stay of shipwrecked mariners and mar
ooned pirates, though I do not think 1
should care for them as a steady diet
I remenber finding some turtle egg:
buried in a sand bank beside a deey
hole in the railroad ditch and they
looked like ping-pong balls, though
ping-pong  was not invented: unti
many years after I had made my find
Though I knew that many of the heroes
of my earl¥ reading had lived on tur-
tle eggs for years 1 did not try them
Hen's eggs were too cheap and plenti-
ful at the time. But to 80 back tc
the dawn of history, the turtle has al
all times appealed s the imaginution
The ancients believed that the earth
was based .on the back of a glgantic
turtle—a most comfortahle Lellef, for
the turtle moves so slowly and cau-
ticusly that there would be no dan-
ger that it would be Joggled off. 1t is
also interesting to note that turtle
soup dates back to prehistoric times.
Then again, we have terrapin, the most
aristocratic of turtles, whose flesh ¢
<0 highly wrized by epicures that res-
taurantears cannot get enough of it
and are compelled to serve stewed
muskrat .as a substitute. This reflec-
tion reminced me of a tale of woe }
once heard from a celebrated magazine
editor in New York. He and a cham-
pion prize-fighter had gone out to din-
ner together, and in lvoking over the
bill-of-fare they were startled to see
“Terrapin, 25.” As neither of them haa
tasted terrapin before they decided thai
this was the time {o try .it, and they
ordered two portions. It was so good
that they repeated the order. Then they
asked for their checks.

Con-
trary 'to ‘the claims that have been
made’ in’séme "quarters with reference
to distinct business improvement said
0 have occurred during the past two or
three weeks, it was stated that in some
lines of trade business is decidedly
worse now than it has been. One large
specialty marnufacturer, whose connec-
tions extend to all parts of the United
States, asserted that whereas up to the
first of May his business had shown
a falling off of about 20 per cent. as
compared with last year, the month of
May returns carried it down to about
50 per cent. of last year. In spite of
the alleged bright prospects in the steel
industry which have been referred to
by various individuals in speeches and
elsewhere within the past few weeks,
inquiry ‘yésterday pointed to a lack of
orders that was fully as severe as, if
not worse than, at any time heretofore.

There is a quite general admission
that even the opponents and critics of
the labor exemption paragraph do not
understand very- well what it means
and are disposed to regard it as sim-
ply a method of seeming to make some
concession to labor while not distinct-
ly doing anything. This, of course,
would leave the final adjudication to
be made by the courts and would no
doubt necessitate a lengthy period of
litigation. Expensive judicial cnnre‘stﬂ
dragging over a series of years during
which the rights of manufacturers as
against trade union bodies will remain
somewhat uncertain are not the least
uncomfortable element in the situation
as expressed by leading. business in-
terests.

So strongly is the situation with re-
ference to this labor provision n.\w‘felt
that it is understood business organiza-
tions which have heretofore been dis-
posed to remain quiescent for the sum-
mer -are making preparations to ré-
sume activity and to bring their ideas
to bear upon members of Congress in
order to convince them of the danger
involved in the enactment of legiss
lation, of the kind that is included in
the Clayton bill.
