A remarkable story, as full of 
sensation as the modern novel, was 
told at Sunday's meeting in Balliol 
Culiige Hall, by Pere Meeue, S.J., a 
d.etiugnished social worker, who 
came to England from Louvain 
especially to attend the conference.

Père Meens was in the service of 
his country from the beginning of 
the War, and worked at the continuel 
risk of hie life as one of the directors 
of the organisation for maintaining 
the morale of the Belgium people 
under toe German yoke. He was 
also a collaborator cf the clandestine 
Press, La Libre Belgique, the source 
of which the Germans could 
trace.

Père Meens originated a dating 
scheme for caitying orre pondence 
between tne Belgian soldiers and 
their wives in tbe invaded districts, 
aud by this means be was able to 
forward more than 1,200,000 letters. 
The eiory of this scheme—Le Mot 
dn Soldat—will shortly be published.

He also worked with Nurse Cavell 
and others in passing soldiers over 
the frontier. He was able to render 
this service not only to jhandreds of 
his own compatriots, but to some 
400 British soldiers. He became so 
famous for this work, and the hunt 
for him waxed so hot, that he was 
ordered by his superiors in 1910 to 
escape.

In London he found work waiting 
for him at Earl's Court, where he 
originated many schemes for the 
welfare of his compatriote. Return­
ing to Belgium this year he was 
decorated by King Albert with the 
Order of Leopold with star and 
special commendation, and also with 
the Medal of Pcconaisaanee Na­
tionale.

“Another Home Rule plan is re­
ported from London. There are to 
be two Irish Parliaments, one for 
Ulster—all of Ulster with no coun­
ties excepted—the other for the rest 
of the country, with a Council for 
Ireland of forty members, half of it 
nominated by each Legislator... The 
powers reserved to tbe Imperial Par­
liament have not been decided upon 
as yet, bat apparently they will be 
considerable, with the provision that 
after a time some of them will be re­
signed to the Council. On the ex­
tent of the Council's powers must 
depend whether this proposal means 
an Irish federation of two States or 
two separate political units joined In 
a loose alliance.

Lisbon, October 6.—In a letter to 
the Patriarch 
Portuguese Bishops the Holy Father 
speaks with great satisfaction of the 
improvement in religious affairs in 
Portugal. In particular the Pope 
encourages the good work of the 
Catholic press, nnd he urges Cath­
olics to do everything in their power 
to aid this most powerful arm of 
Catholic nnd Christian defense.
